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Leo: -- EPISODE 34. DUNCAN AYRE IS COMING. OH, THAT WOULD EXPLAIN WHY WE HAVE 
THE NAVY MARINE FOOTBALL. 

Kate: YES. WHICH I'VE ASKED YOU DON'T THROW AT ME BECAUSE I WON'T CATCH IT.

Leo: YOU WON'T? 

Kate: NO, I'VE GOT NO -- 

Leo: COME ON, THINK OF IT AS A RUGBY -- 

Kate: NEW EYES. NEW EYES. 

Leo: OH, NEW EYES, OKAY. 

Kate: (laughing) 

Leo: HE IS -- HE IS IN CHARGE OF GATHERING INFORMATION FOR THE -- THE CANADIAN 
NAVY AND HE'S GOING TO TALK A LITTLE ABOUT THEIR PROCESS IN GETTING THAT 
INFORMATION FROM -- FROM MAINSTREAM MEDIA SO THAT IT'S AVAILABLE TO

Kate: YES. 

Leo: -- BESIDES THROWING FOOTBALLS AT KATE -- 

Kate: WHICH JUST BOUNCE OFF MY HEAD. (laughing) 

Leo: -- IS -- I'M NOT GOING TO DO IT. I'M NOT -- IT WOULD BE FUNNY. 

Kate: YEAH. (laughing) 

Leo: BUT I -- BUT I WON'T DO IT. I'M NOT GOING TO DO IT. - IS OUR CALLS. 

Kate: YES. 

Leo: DO YOU HAVE A CALL FOR US? 

Kate: I DO. I HAVE PIERRE FROM A PLACE CALLED CAMPBELLTON IN NEW BRUNSWICK. 

Leo: HERE, YOU CAN BOUNCE IT OFF MY HEAD -- 
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Kate: THANK YOU. 

Leo: -- THAT'S QUITE ALL RIGHT. 

Kate: (laughing) 

Leo: HELLO, PIERRE, HOW ARE YOU? 

Pierre: PRETTY GOOD. HOW ARE YOU DOING? 

Leo: I'M VERY WELL. WELCOME TO THE SHOW. 

Pierre: THANK YOU. 

Leo: WHAT CAN WE -- WHAT CAN WE DO FOR YOU? [ Pop captions up ] 

Pierre: WELL, I GOT AN OLD ATI TV Wonder CARD. 

Leo: OKAY. 

Pierre: AND I UPDATED TO A Vista MACHINE. 

Leo: YES. 

Pierre: AND IT'S A Dell 9200, GOOD MACHINE. 

Leo: I CAN ALMOST TELL YOU ALREADY THAT YOU'RE -- (laughing) YOU'RE GOING TO 
HAVE PROBLEMS. [ Pop captions down ] 

Pierre: I HAVE PROBLEMS ALREADY. I GOT THIS -- TO TELL YOU THE TRUTH, I WENT AND 
INSTALLED Ubun-- Ubuntu AS WELL. 

Leo: AH, INTERESTING. 

Pierre: WHICH I CAN GET THE CARD WORKING. 

Leo: OF COURSE YOU CAN. 

Pierre: BUT -- 

Leo: BUT ONLY IN Linux, NOT IN Vista. 

Pierre: EXACTLY. 

Leo: YEAH. 

Pierre: I'M RUNNING IN Windows Vista, WHICH I WOULD LIKE TO GET A GOOD VIDEO CARD 
-- A GOOD TV CAPTURE CARD FOR -- FOR Vista. 
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Leo: WHICH ONE DO YOU HAVE NOW? 

Pierre: IT'S THE OLD TV Wonder VE. 

Leo: OH. 

Pierre: IT'S AN OLDER CARD. 

Leo: SO, IT'S PRETTY OLD. 

Pierre: ACTUALLY, I THINK THEY USED IT IN Windows 95, TO TELL YOU THE TRUTH. 

Leo: YEAH. YEAH, YOU NEED TO GET AN UPDATED CARD. YOU CAN STILL STAY WITH ATI. 
I MEAN, LOOK IT, IT'S A BRAND NEW OPERATING SYSTEM, Vista, AND SO THERE HAVE 
BEEN - IN FACT, ATI'S NOTORIOUS - TO HAVE HAD SOME REAL PROBLEMS WITH ITS 
EXISTING HARDWARE AND THE NEW OPERATING SYSTEM, BUT THAT HAPPENS EVERY 
TIME THERE'S A NEW VERSION OF Windows. 

Pierre: EXACTLY. 

Leo: THERE -- THE GOOD NEWS IS YOU'RE STARTING TO SEE A BUNCH OF CARDS NOW 
THAT ARE CERTIFIED FOR Vista AND THAT'S WHAT I WOULD LOOK FOR, AND ATI MAKES 
THEM. THEY HAVE THIS NEW CATALYST DRIVER THAT SUPPOSEDLY WORKS VERY WELL 
WITH Vista, ALTHOUGH AT THE TIME WE'RE DOING THIS RIGHT NOW - LET'S GO HERE TO 
THE ATI -- 

Pierre: THAT'S THE THING I'M SCARED OF, I SEE THE SUPPOSEDLY. (indiscernible)-- 

Leo: (talking on top of caller) YEAH, SUPPOSEDLY IS A BIG -- 

Pierre: (indiscernible) 

Leo: YEAH, EXACTLY. RIGHT NOW AS WE'RE TALKING, PEOPLE HAVE REPORTED SOME 
PROBLEMS WITH THE CATALYST DRIVER. 

Pierre: YES. 

Leo: HOWEVER, THIS IS GOING TO GET BETTER AND BETTER AND BETTER, RIGHT? SO, IT'S 
JUST A MATTER OF TIME. I MEAN, LOOK IT, EVERY COMPANY, AND ATI'S OBVIOUSLY NO 
DIFFERENT, IS GONNA -- HAS TO WORK WITH Windows Vista OR THEY'RE GOING TO BE OUT 
OF BUSINESS. 

Pierre: EXACTLY. 

Leo: SO, THEY'RE GOING TO WORK WITH Windows Vista, IT'S JUST -- BUT SO WHAT YOU 
WANT TO LOOK FOR IS SOMETHING THAT SAYS "CERTIFIED FOR Windows Vista." YOUR 
CARD IS NOT BECAUSE IT'S REALLY PRETTY OLD. NVIDIA MAKES CARDS THAT DO WORK 
PRETTY WELL, BUT BOTH ATI AND NVIDIA HAVE HAD PROBLEMS WITH Vista. I MEAN, IT'S 
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-- IT'S JUST THE WAY IT IS WHEN YOU HAVE A NEW CARD. LET ME ASK SEAN BECAUSE HE 
WORKS WITH THESE CARDS A LOT. ARE YOU WORKING WITH THESE CARDS IN Vista AS 
WELL? 

Sean: I HAVEN'T DONE MUCH WORK WITH Vista -- 

Leo: (talking on top of Sean) YEAH, BECAUSE YOU DON'T WANT TO SUFFER EITHER, (laughing) 

Sean: NO. 

Leo: THAT'S THE PROBLEM, NONE OF US WANT TO PUT Vista ON AND SEE WHAT'S -- 
WHAT'S WORKING AND WHAT'S NOT WORKING AND I GUESS THAT'S KIND OF SENSIBLE. [
Pop captions up ] 

Leo: ALTHOUGH, MY RECOMMENDATION AT THIS POINT IS YOU PROBABLY SHOULD 
CHECK IT OUT BECAUSE YOU'VE GOT Vista AND YOU -- AND THERE'S NO REASON TO NOT 
GET A CARD THAT'S COMPATIBLE WITH Vista. [ Pop captions down ] 

Leo: UM, YOU KNOW, I -- I GUESS I WOULD SAY THAT THE ATI STUFF SHOULD WORK FINE 
BY THIS POINT. I MEAN, I'VE BEEN LOOKING -- I'VE BEEN WATCHING THE REVIEWS, I'VE 
BEEN WATCHING THE BOARDS AND, YES, PEOPLE STILL REPORT PROBLEMS. WHAT 
YOU'RE GOING TO SEE IS A SPADE OF UPDATES MAYBE EVEN DAILY, CERTAINLY 
WEEKLY, MAYBE MONTHLY. AND -- AND EVENTUALLY IT'S G OING TO BE STABLE AND IT'S 
GOING TO WORK. I JUST WAS LOOKING AT ONE GUY'S SITE WHERE HE INSTALLED THE 
NEW DRIVERS WITH A Vista COMPATIBLE CARD AND GOT A BLUE SCREEN OF DEATH 
UNTIL HE ACTUALLY REMOVED THE CARD AND PUT AN NVIDIA CARD IN THERE. IF YOU 
REALLY WANT TO MAKE SURE YOU'RE SAFE, PROBABLY NVIDIA IS THE WAY TO GO. I 
KNOW YOU -- YOU KNOW, HERE IN CANADA WE WANT TO BUY ATI. OF COURSE IT'S 
OWNED BY AMD NOW, SO I CAN'T -- 

Pierre: OH, NVIDIA CARD (indiscernible) 

Leo: YEAH. 

Pierre: STICK WITH THE G4, SO. 

Leo: YEAH, I LIKE THE NVIDIAs. I MEAN, YOU'RE GOING TO WANT TO GET A MORE 
MODERN ONE THAN -- THAN THE G4, BUT. SO, HERE -- THEY EVEN HAVE NOW ON THE 
NVIDIA SITE, YOU KNOW, ANALYZE YOUR PC. CAN YOUR P-- COMPUTER RUN Vista? [ Pop
captions up ] 

Leo: THEY -- THEY'RE -- EVERYBODY -- YOU KNOW, THEY'VE ALL GOT THIS CERTIFIED 
PRODUCTS. I MEAN, I THINK THAT YOU'RE GONNA -- YOU'RE GONNA BE ABLE TO BUY A 
CARD THAT'S GONNA WORK PRETTY -- JUST MAKE SURE IT SAYS ON THE BOX "CERTIFIED 
fOR Windows Vista," OKAY? [ Pop captions down ] 

Pierre: OKAY. THANK YOU VERY MUCH. 

Leo: I THINK THAT'S THE KEY. AND, YOU KNOW, YOU MAY HAVE SOME ISSUES, 
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COMPATIBILITY ISSUES, BUT THEY'LL FIX IT. THEY'VE GOT TO. 

Pierre: WELL, THAT'S -- SOMETIMES THAT'S A FUN THING TRYING TO -- 

Leo: (laughing) 

Pierre: -- GO THROUGH ALL THESE (indiscernible) 

Leo: THAT'S WHAT -- HEY -- 

Pierre: LIKE, THAT'S WHY I STARTED USING Ubuntu AS WELL. 

Leo: RIGHT, YOU'RE ON THE CUTTING EDGE. WHEN YOU USE THE LATEST GREATEST 
STUFF, YOU'RE ON THE CUTTING EDGE. AND ABSOLUTELY Linux HAS THIS PROBLEM, TOO. 
BECAUSE, FRANKLY, YOU KNOW, MOST OF THESE COMPANIES DON'T EVEN WRITE 
DRIVERS FOR Linux AND THEY'RE WRITTEN BY USERS. SO, IT'S JUST THE WAY -- IT'S JUST 
THE WAY IT IS UNFORTUNATELY AND IT -- BECAUSE HARDWARE AND SOFTWARE ARE 
NEVER IN -- YOU KNOW, IN SYNC. YOU KNOW, THE HARDWARE DEVELOPMENT 
SOMETIMES OUTPACES SOFTWARE AND SOMETIMES VICE VERSA. IN THIS CASE, WE 
TOOK A BIG LEAP FORWARD WITH Vista. I AM TELLING PEOPLE NOT TO UPGRADE TO Vista 
YET. I MEAN, IF YOU'RE SITTING WITH AN XP MACHINE AND IT'S ALL WORKING, STICK 
WITH XP. IT'S, I THINK, PROBABLY THE FALL BEFORE WE'RE GOING TO SEE ALL OF THIS 
STUFF THAT'S GOING TO SHAKE OUT AND EVERYTHING WILL WORK. 

Pierre: I BOUGHT A TOTALLY NEW MACHINE AND IT CAME WITH Vista. 

Leo: YEAH, YOU WERE STUCK. 

Pierre: YEAH. (laughing) 

Leo: WHAT'S WEIRD IS YOU -- THE VIDEO -- YOU DIDN'T WANT TO USE THE VIDEO CARD 
THAT CAME WITH THE MACHINE, I GUESS? 

Pierre: WELL, I HAVE THE VIDEO CARD THAT CAME WITH THE MACHINE. IT'S THE VIDEO 
CAPTURE CARD THAT I PUT IN THAT I WANTED. 

Leo: I SEE, IT'S THE VIDEO CAPTURE. IF YOU JUST WANT A STANDALONE VIDEO CAPTURE, 
hauppauge MAKES A NUMBER OF Vista COMPATIBLE CARDS AND THEY'RE VERY GOOD. I 
CAN NEVER REMEMBER HOW TO SPELL hauppauge. WORST COMPANY NAME IN THE 
WORLD. 

Pierre: PUT THAT IN YOUR SHOW NOTES? 

Leo: WELL, IT'S hau-- hauppauge. IT'S A TOWN IN UPPER NEW YORK STATE. BUT YOU'LL SEE 
THEY HAVE, YOU KNOW, A BIG Vista LOGO RIGHT ON HERE. AND THESE ARE VIDEO 
CAPTURE CARDS. SO, IF YOU ALREADY HAVE A VIDEO CAPTURE CARD THAT'S WORKING, 
THAT'S FINE. [ Pop captions up ] 

Leo: THEN I WOULD TAKE A LOOK AT THEIRS AND YOU'LL SEE WHAT -- YOU KNOW, 
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THERE'S Vista Premium, Vista "in-box", Vista Compatible. GO WITH THE Vista Premium 
COMPATIBILITY AND YOU'RE GOING TO ABSOLUTELY BE SURE THAT IT'S GOING TO 
WORK. AND MOST OF THEIR STUFF IS Vista Premium COMPATIBLE. [ Pop captions down ] 

Leo: OKAY? 

Pierre: OKAY. 

Leo: SO IT'S hauppauge. (laughing) THE WORST. I DON'T KNOW WHY THEY DO THAT. HOW DO 
THEY -- HOW DO THEY STAY IN BUSINESS WITH A NAME LIKE THAT? BUT YOU KNOW 
WHAT, IT'S BECAUSE THEY MAKE GREAT VIDEO CAPTURE CARDS. 

Pierre: EXACTLY. 

Leo: OKAY? 

Pierre: THANK YOU VERY MUCH. 

Leo: THANKS, PIERRE.

Leo: I SEE YOU HAVE A PICTURE OF ME BEHIND YOU THERE. THAT'S PRETTY GOOD. 

Pierre: OH, YEAH, THAT'S MY NEW DUAL MODERN DISPLAYS THERE. 

Leo: I LIKE THAT. WHAT KIND OF DISPLAYS ARE THEY? 

Pierre: I GOT A Dell 22 INCH AND I GOT ONE JUST A Citizen TV WHICH I USE AS A SECOND 
DISPLAY. 

Leo: BOY, THEY LOOK BEAUTIFUL. 

Pierre: OH, I HAD FUN TRYING TO SET IT UP IN Linux. 

Leo: (laughing) 

Pierre: I FINALLY GOT IT WORKING NOW. 

Leo: (laughing) THAT'S WHY WE DO THIS! 

Pierre: YEAH. 

Leo: THE CHALLENGE, THE FUN OF IT. THANKS, PIERRE. 

Pierre: THANK YOU VERY MUCH. 

Leo: TAKE CARE, ALL RIGHT. [ Pop captions up ] 
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Leo: COMING UP IN JUST A BIT, WE'RE GOING TO TAKE A LOOK AT THE PROCESS OF 
ELECTRONIC NEWS GATHERING AS PERFORMED BY THE CANADIAN MILITARY. WHAT -- 
HOW DO THEY GET IT AND WHAT DO THEY DO WITH IT? WE'LL FIND OUT IN JUST A 
LITTLE BIT ASTHE LAB WITH LEO CONTINUES. STAY HERE, WILL YA? [ Music ] [
BLACK/COMMERCIAL ] [ Pop captions down ] [ Theme music playing ]

Duncan Ayre: YEAA. 

Leo: THAT -- THAT STANDS FOR THE MARITIME FORCES PACIFIC. 

Duncan Ayre: YES. 

Leo: FOR THE CANADIAN NAVY, RIGHT? 

Duncan Ayre: CORRECT. 

Leo: AND JOINT TASK FORCE PACIFIC DEPARTMENT OF NATIONAL DEFENCE. 

Duncan Ayre: YES. 

Leo: ALL THAT MEANS, YOU ARE A CIVILIAN EMPLOYEE OF THE -- OF THE NAVY AND YOU 
KEEP TRACK OF ALL THE MEDIA FEEDS SO THAT THEY CAN KEEP ON TOP OF WHAT'S 
HAPPENING? 

Duncan Ayre: EXACTLY. 

Leo: THAT'S COOL. AND YOU USE A -- WE, WE -- IF YOU'VE SEEN -- SEEN THE SHOW, I HOPE 
YOU'LL GO BACK AND LOOK AT IT, WE TALKED ABOUT SOME OF THE HARDWARE THAT 
YOU'VE CREATED, INCLUDING THE THING -- A THING YOU CALLED THE Medusa, A -- A 
STANDARD PC THAT CAN WATCH FIVE DIFFERENT TV CHANNELS AND RECORD FIVE

Leo: SO, TELL US A LITTLE BIT ABOUT THAT. [ Pop captions up ] 
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Duncan Ayre: WELL, WHAT WE DO IS WE MONITOR EVERYTHING THAT'S HAPPENING AS -- 
AS MUCH AS WE CAN. 

Leo: THAT'S A LOT OF CONTENT. 

Duncan Ayre: A LOT OF CONTENT. [ Pop captions down ] 

Duncan Ayre: AND ONLY EDIT OUT THE STUFF THAT WE WOULD BE INTERESTED IN. 
NORMALLY DEATH AND DISASTERS -- 

Leo: (laughing) SORRY TO SAY. 

Duncan Ayre: -- IS THE BIG THING. IT'S A SAD THING -- 

Leo: YEAH. 

Duncan Ayre: -- BUT, YES, THAT'S WHAT WE'RE LOOKING FOR. 

Leo: WELL, YOU'RE LOOKING FOR EMERGENCIES THAT THE -- THE MILITARY MAY BE 
REQUIRED TO -- TO HELP OUT IN. 

Duncan Ayre: EXACTLY. 

Leo: YEAH. 

Duncan Ayre: AND A LOT OF TIME THE NEWS PEOPLE HAVE MORE INFORMATION THAN 
WE CURRENTLY HAVE. 

Leo: RIGHT. 

Duncan Ayre: SO, WE'RE ABLE TO BRING THAT IN AND ADD IT TO OUR SITUATIONAL 
AWARENESS -- 

Leo: RIGHT. 

Duncan Ayre: -- AND ALLOW THE DECISION MAKERS IN THE MILITARY TO BE BETTER 
INFORMED. [ Pop captions up ] 

Leo: SURE, WHY NOT USE IT? THEY'VE GOT PEOPLE, CREWS EVERYWHERE. WHY NOT USE 
THEIR EYES AND EARS TO HELP YOU OUT. 

Duncan Ayre: MUCH AS LIKE FOR HURRICANE KATRINA -- 

Leo: RIGHT. 

Duncan Ayre: -- AND THE SUPERBOWL. 

Leo: RIGHT, EXACTLY. 
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Duncan Ayre: YEAH. 

Leo: EXACTLY. SO, I NOTICE YOU'VE GOT A NEWS READER UP. [ Pop captions down ] 

Duncan Ayre: YES. 

Leo: YOU ACTUALLY HAVE RSS FEEDS OF THIS CONTENT? 

Duncan Ayre: QUITE A FEW. 

Leo: THAT'S COOL. 

Duncan Ayre: ABOUT 150, YES. 

Leo: REALLY? 

Duncan Ayre: YEAH. 

Leo: SO THAT THE ADMIRAL CAN SUBSCRIBE TO A FEED, IN EFFECT? 

Duncan Ayre: NOT REALLY. WE DO THAT. 

Leo: (laughing) 

Duncan Ayre: WE -- WE -- 

Leo: YOU GIVE HIM A NICE LITTLE PACKAGE. 

Duncan Ayre: EXACTLY. 

Leo: NOT THAT THE ADMIRAL COULDN'T IF HE WANTED TO. 

Duncan Ayre: NO. HE'S A VERY BUSY MAN. 

Leo: BUT HE'S GOT A LOT TO DO. 

Duncan Ayre: YEAH. 

Leo: SO YOU SET IT UP FOR HIM. 

Duncan Ayre: RIGHT. 

Leo: BUT THESE FEEDS ARE USED INTERNALLY TO KEEP AN EYE ON THESE DIFFERENT 
THINGS? 150 FEEDS? 

Duncan Ayre: EXACTLY. 

Leo: NOW, IT'S NOT SOMETHING I COULD SUBSCRIBE TO. 
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Duncan Ayre: SURE IS. 

Leo: IT IS? 

Duncan Ayre: THIS IS PUBLIC. THIS IS ALL PUBLIC. 

Leo: OH, THAT'S COOL. TELL US MORE ABOUT IT. 

Duncan Ayre: SO, BASICALLY WE U-- WE'RE USING Shark Reader. AND INSTEAD OF SURFING 
TO ABOUT 150 DIFFERENT WEBSITES -- 

Leo: RIGHT. 

Duncan Ayre: -- TO FIND OUT WHAT WAS NEW, WE JUST GOT THIS AND SUBSCRIBED TO 
ALL THESE RSS FEEDS AND NOW IT JUST DOWNLOADS EVERY TIME WE WANT TO.

Leo: YOU'RE JUST BASICALLY, WHAT YOU'RE DOING IS PUTTING A LOW POWER 
TELEVISION TRANSMITTER NEXT TO YOUR COMPUTER AND THEN THEY JUST PICK IT UP 
THROUGHOUT THE CHURCH BUILDING.

WHEN WE KO-- WHEN WE COME BACK, 
MORE OF YOUR CALLS. YOU STAY RIGHT HERE. [ Music ] [ BLACK/COMMERCIAL ] [ Pop

Leo: IT SAID THIS IS NOT -- NOW, LET ME ASK YOU, THE DISK THAT YOU USED TO 
INSTALL, WAS IT THE ONE THAT CAME WITH THE COMPUTER IN THE FIRST PLACE? 

Earl:  NO, NO. 

Leo: AH. 

Earl:  THIS WAS -- I JUST USED A DIFFERENT PIN. I MEAN, I USED THE, THE -- 

Leo: YEAH, I THINK YOU NEED TO USE -- 

Earl:  -- THE ONE WITH THE STICKER ON IT. 

Leo: YEAH, AND HERE'S -- HERE'S WHAT HAPPENED. THE -- THE VERSION OF Windows -- 
WHO -- WHO MADE THE LAPTOP? 

Earl:  IT WAS SECONDHAND. I WAS JUST TRYING TO HELP -- 

Leo: IS IT -- BUT WHO MADE IT? WHAT KIND OF LAPTOP IS IT? 

Earl:  OH, IT'S A -- IT'S A Dell. 

Leo: IT'S A Dell, OKAY. [ Pop captions up ] 
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Leo: YEAH, THE VERSION THAT COMES WITH A Dell IS WHAT'S CALLED AN OEM VERSION 
OF Windows, AND THAT IS A DIFFERENT KIND THAN YOU WOULD HAVE IF YOU GOT ONE

Earl:  YEAH. (indiscernible) 

Leo: YEAH. [ Pop captions down ] 

Leo: YEAH, USUALLY IF YOU HAVE PROBLEMS WITH Ubuntu IT'S GOING TO BE EXACTLY 
THAT. IT'S GOING TO BE X WINDOW, GETTING THE GUI WORKING BECAUSE FOR SOME

Sean: RIGHT, WHEN YOU GO TO OEM, THEY'RE MATCHED SPECIFICALLY -- 

Leo: TO THE MANUFACTURER. 

Sean: -- TO THAT MANUFACTURER -- 

Leo: YEAH, YEAH. 

Sean: -- SO YOU CAN'T USE IT ELSEWHERE. 

Leo: YEAH, YOU CAN'T USE A Gateway DISK ON A -- ON AN Inspiron, FOR INSTANCE, THAT 
KIND OF THING. 

Earl:  OH. 

Leo: IT'S -- AND THAT'S THE PROBLEM WITH SECONDHAND IS OFTENTIMES THEY DON'T

Inspiron. Linux -- ACTUALLY, IT'S Linux ON LAPTOPS, linux-laptop.net AND SO WE GO TO Dell 
HERE. AND THEN WE LOOK AT THE DIFFERENT Dell MODELS AND IT'LL TELL YOU WHICH 
Linux THEY RECOMMEND. AND THEN IF THERE ARE ISSUES, FOR INSTANCE, WITH THE X --
