Kate: FROM THE CENTRE OF THE UNIVERSE. 

Leo: FROM THE SCEPTRED ISLE, THE CENTRE OF THE UNIVERSE. 

Kate: (Laughing) 

Leo: THE LAND THAT TIME FORGOT. 

Kate: OR WHERE TIME STARTED. 

Leo: TIME BEGINS AND TIME ENDS. WHO IS OUR CALLER? 

Kate: THIS IS WILL, AND HE IS FROM PENRITH IN CUMBRIA IN THE BEAUTIFUL UNITED
KINGDOM. 

Leo: I DON'T KNOW WHERE CUMBRIA IS. WHERE IS CUMBRIA? 

Kate: IT'S IN THE NORTH. IT'S BEAUTIFUL. 

Leo: IN THE FAR NORTH? 

Kate: NOT THE FAR NORTH. IT'S KIND OF LIKE SORT OF THE BACKBONE, THE BACKBONE
OF THE U.K. 

Leo: FROM THE BACKBONE OF THE U.K.! WHAT'S HIS NAME? 

Kate: WILL. 

Leo: WILL. 

Kate: OR WILLIAM, DEPENDING ON -- 

Leo: WILL OR WILLIAM. HELLO, WILL! 

William:  HEY, LEO, HOW ARE YOU? 
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Leo: I'M VERY WELL. NOW TELL ME, DEAR, HOW POSSIBLY IN HEAVEN'S NAME COULD
YOU EVER EVEN KNOW ABOUT THIS SHOW! [Pop captions up] 

William:  WELL, I HAVE MY MEANS AND WAYS OF FINDING OUT ABOUT -- 

Leo: (Laughing) YOU HAVE YOUR SPIES, EH, WILL? AND YOU MUST LISTEN TO THE
PODCASTS OR SOMETHING, RIGHT? 

William:  I DO INDEED. I LOVE THE PODCAST. IT'S GREAT. 

Leo: THANK YOU SO MUCH. IT'S SO GOOD TO HAVE YOU! AND YOU MADE KATE A VERY 
HAPPY CABOODLE, SO -- [Pop captions down] 

William:  SHE WAS VERY EXCITED WHEN I E-MAILED YOU AND TOLD YOU WHERE I WAS
FROM. 

Leo: SHE'S VERY HAPPY. WELL, WHAT CAN I DO FOR YOU, WILL? 

William:  YEAH, MY MUM'S A CHILD-MINDER, AND SOME OF THE OLDER KIDS LIKE

William:  AND ALTHOUGH WE SIT WITH THEM, SOME OF THEM -- YOU KNOW, THERE'S A
FEW DODGY SITES OUT THERE -- 

Leo: (Chuckles) 

William:  AND WE DON'T WANT THEM TO VISIT THOSE REALLY. 

Leo: I DON'T BLAME YOU ONE COTTON PICKIN' BIT! 

William:  SO, YEAH, I WAS JUST LOOKING -- I'M LOOKING FOR SOMETHING THAT WILL
BLOCK ALL OF THE WEBSITES APART FROM THOSE ON LIKE A WHITE LIST. 

Leo: YES, THAT'S THE BEST WAY TO DO IT, BY THE WAY. I'M REALLY GLAD YOU SAID
THAT. YOU CAN BUY WEB FILTERING SOFTWARE, BUT YOU'RE KIND OF RELIANT ON THE
WEB FILTERING SOFTWARE TO SOMEHOW MAGICALLY DETERMINE WHETHER A SITE'S

THAT ARE SAFE. MUCH, MUCH BETTER WAY TO DO IT. ARE YOU ON WINDOWS OR MAC?
[Pop captions down] 

William:  I'M ON THE MAC. 
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Leo: OH, OKAY. WELL, I'M GONNA SHOW YOU -- THIS IS FOR THE WINDOWS FOLKS. THIS IS
-- BY THE WAY, YOU CAN DO THIS ON WINDOWS AND MAC VERY SIMPLY USING THE
CONTROL PANEL PREFERENCES. [Pop captions up] 

Leo: ON THE WINDOWS MACHINE, YOU BASICALLY SAY "DON'T ALLOW ANY SITE THAT'S
NOT TRUSTED." JUST BLOCK IT AND THEN ADD CERTAIN SITES, BUT THEY STILL HAVE
ACCESS TO THE -- THIS IS A MUCH FRIENDLIER WAY TO DO IT. THIS IS A WINDOWS
PROGRAM. IT'S FREE. IT'S CALLED BUDDY BROWSER, AND IT'S -- I MEAN BECAUSE IT'S
ABSOLUTELY FREE, IT'S GOT BIG BUTTONS, AND I THINK THERE'S A REAL ADVANTAGE TO
DOING IT THIS WAY. [Pop captions down] 

Leo: NOW, THIS IS UNFORTUNATELY WINDOWS-ONLY, SO THIS ISN'T GONNA HELP YOU,
WILL, BUT I'M GONNA SHOW THIS TO THE FOLKS WHO ARE USING WINDOWS,
buddybrowser.com. NOW, YOU'RE ON THE MAC. ACTUALLY, APPLE BUILDS IN JUST AS
WINDOWS DOES, BUT APPLE, I THINK, DOES IT A LITTLE BIT MORE SENSIBLY. IT BUILDS
INTO ITS SYSTEM, IT BUILDS IN PARENTAL CONTROLS, SO I THINK -- I'M TRYING TO
REMEMBER IF IT'S -- NO, IT'S NOT IN THE NETWORK CONTROL PANEL. IT MUST BE IN THE
SHARING CONTROL PANEL. I'M TRYING TO REMEMBER WHERE IT PUTS THE PARENTAL
CONTROLS. NO, IT'S NOT THERE EITHER. (Sighs loudly) "USERS?" OF COURSE IT'S IN "USERS,"
OF COURSE IT'S IN "USERS." THAT'S WHERE IT WOULD BE. WE'RE GONNA GO TO THE
"PARENTAL CONTROLS" TAB OF "USERS," AND THEN WE'RE GONNA GO TO SAFARI, WHICH
IS THE BROWSER THAT THEY USE. AND ACTUALLY YOU CAN DO THIS FROM SAFARI'S
PREFERENCES AS WELL. YOU ACTUALLY HAVE TO CLICK THE LOCK HERE BECAUSE --
AND THIS IS IMPORTANT. ONLY AN ADMINISTRATOR CAN CHANGE THIS, RIGHT? YOU
DON'T WANT THE KIDS TO BE GETTING IN THERE. PRESS "CONFIGURE," AND NOW IT'S
GOING TO, LET'S SEE, SAY "OKAY, OPEN SAFARI TO ADD INTERNET SITES," AND WE'RE
GONNA SAY "OKAY," AND THEN WE'RE GONNA OPEN SAFARI, AND I'LL SHOW YOU WHERE
-- THIS IS PROBABLY THE MOST DIRECT WAY TO DO IT. YOU GO INTO THE SAFARI
PREFERENCES UNDER THE "SECURITY" TAB, AND ONCE YOU'VE ENABLED PARENTAL
CONTROLS, NOW WATCH WHAT HAPPENS WHEN I SURF ON SAFARI. LET'S SAY I GO TO
THE EVIL google.com! OH! "SAFARI IS LIMITED BY PARENTAL CONTROLS." YOU CAN'T GO
THERE BECAUSE A BOOKMARK WITH google.COM IS NOT IN YOUR BOOKMARKS BAR. SO
WHAT YOU DO IS YOU LOAD UP YOUR BOOKMARKS BAR WITH SITES -- NOW, OBVIOUSLY
THESE ARE NOT KID-APPROPRIATE, BUT, YOU KNOW, I CAN GO TO AMAZON. IT'S NOT
KID-INAPPROPRIATE; IT'S JUST NOT WHAT YOU'RE GONNA PUT IN THERE. YOU'RE GONNA
ADD SITES. 

William:  YEAH. 

Leo: SO THAT MAKES IT VERY EASY BECAUSE BASICALLY YOU'VE CUSTOMIZED THIS
BROWSER TO BE A KID BROWSER, RIGHT? IF YOU ARE ON THE WEB AND YOU SAY, "OH,
WAIT A MINUTE -- I WANT TO ADD YAHOOLIGANS," YOU CAN SAY "ADD --" OR ADD
GOOGLE -- YOU CAN SAY "ADD GOOGLE," AND IT'LL ASK YOU FOR THE ADMINISTRATIVE
PASSWORD. WE'RE GONNA SAY "YES, WE'RE GONNA ADD GOOGLE," AND NOW GOOGLE
SHOWS UP ON OUR TOOLBAR AND IS ALLOWED. SO IT'S REALLY A SIMPLE MECHANISM
FOR ALLOWING THESE SITES. IT COULDN'T BE EASIER. (Unclear speech) 

William:  I THOUGHT YOU MIGHT NEED A THIRD PARTY APPLICATION, BUT THAT'S GREAT. 
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Leo: YEAH, AND THAT'S THE NICE THING. APPLE'S DONE THIS, AND I UNDERSTAND
LEOPARD WILL HAVE EVEN MORE SOPHISTICATED PARENTAL CONTROLS. SO YOU CAN
GO TO THE "SYSTEM PREFERENCE" PANE. FRANKLY, THE EASIEST THING IS JUST TO GO
DIRECTLY TO SAFARI, CLICK THE "SECURITY" TAB, CLICK "ENABLE PARENTAL
CONTROLS." THAT'S IT. BUT THE REASON ACTUALLY IT'S GOOD TO GO TO THE "USER"
TAB IS YOU NOTICE THAT IT'S NOT THE ONLY PROGRAM WITH PARENTAL CONTROLS.
MAIL, FINDER AND ALL THESE OTHERS ALSO HAVE PARENTAL CONTROLS. FOR
INSTANCE, THIS IS VERY HANDY. YOU SAY WHO CAN SEND E-MAIL TO YOUR KID. 

William:  OH! 

Leo: SO THEY CAN -- NOW, FOR A BABYSITTER, THIS ISN'T GONNA BE A BIG DEAL, BUT
FOR YOU AT HOME, IF YOU HAD KIDS, YOU DON'T WANT THEM GETTING SPAM, RIGHT?
WELL, THIS IS VERY SIMPLE. AGAIN, THIS IS THE WAY TO DO IT. INSTEAD OF TRYING TO 
BLOCK STUFF ARBITRARILY, YOU JUST AFFIRMATIVELY SAY THEY CAN ONLY GET MAIL
FROM GRANDMA, GRANDPA AND AUNT LOUISE. YOU ADD THEIR ADDRESSES THERE, AND
THAT'S THE ONLY PEOPLE THEY CAN E-MAIL. SEE, THAT'S A GREAT WAY TO DO IT.
SIMILARLY, FINDER AND SYSTEM YOU CAN CONFIGURE TO ONLY ALLOW CERTAIN
APPLICATIONS, AND YOU ALSO CAN HAVE A SIMPLE FINDER. YOU CAN LIMIT WHAT THEY
CAN RUN. I THINK APPLE HAS REALLY DONE THIS NICELY. IT DOESN'T HAVE THE BIG
BUTTON BUDDY BROWSER, BUT IT GIVES YOU VERY GRANULAR CONTROLS OVER A LOT
OF THE SYSTEM. I THINK THIS IS GREAT. 

William:  THAT'S REALLY GREAT. 

Leo: SO THAT'S IN THE ACCOUNTS CONTROL "SYSTEM PREFERENCE" PANE. IF YOU CLICK
THE "PARENTAL CONTROLS" TAB, THAT'LL SHOW YOU ALL THE APPLICATIONS, AND IN
SAFARI, IT'S IN THE "SECURITY" TAB OF THE "SYSTEM PREFERENCE" -- OF THE
"APPLICATION PREFERENCES." JUST CLICK THAT BOX, AND IT JUST TURNS IT ON, AND
THEN WHATEVER'S IN THE TOOLBAR HERE BECOMES OKAY FOR THEM TO VISIT. OKAY? 

William:  THANK YOU VERY MUCH FOR THAT. 

Leo: OH, YOU'RE WELCOME. WELL, THANK YOU SO MUCH FOR MAKING KATE'S DAY...
AND MINE, TOO! (Funky techno music) 

Leo: I APPRECIATE IT. (Unclear speech) 

Leo: TAKE CARE. THANKS FOR BEING HERE. HEY, STICK AROUND. IF YOU LIKE ELECTRIC 
GUITAR, YOU'RE GONNA LOVE THIS. DEREK K. MILLER IS GONNA SHOW YOU HOW YOU
CAN TAKE YOUR INSTRUMENTS AND RECORD THEM RIGHT INTO YOUR COMPUTER, AND
THEY'VE GOT SOME REALLY COOL LITTLE BUTTONS AND GIZMOS, TOO. [Pop captions up] 

Leo: IT'S GONNA BE A LOT OF FUN. YOU STAY HERE. THE LAB WITH LEO CONTINUES
RIGHT AFTER THIS. [MUSIC] [Pop captions down] COMMERCIAL (Theme music playing) 

Leo: WELCOME BACK TO THE LAB WITH LEO. WE'VE GOT TOYS. YES, WE'VE GOT A LOT OF
TOYS, AND WE'VE GOT A COUPLE OF BOYS, DEREK K. MILLER, WHO IS A GUITARIST
OBVIOUSLY AND ONE OF THE TWO HOSTS OF "INSIDE HOME RECORDING" WITH PAUL
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GARAY, WHO IS THE OTHER HOST, CREATOR AND PRODUCER, AND THEY'RE GONNA
SHOW US A LITTLE BIT ABOUT TAKING ALL OF THIS OLD SCHOOL GUITAR STUFF AND
DOING IT IN THERE IN A NEW SCHOOL GUITAR WAY. 

Derek: RIGHT. 

Leo: WELCOME BACK, GUYS. GOOD TO HAVE YOU. THIS IS THE KIND OF STUFF YOU TALK
ABOUT ON "INSIDE HOME RECORDING?" 

Paul: YEAH, WE DO. WE COVER REALLY ANY ASPECT OF HOME RECORDING, YOU KNOW --

Leo: INCLUDING INSTRUMENTAL. 

Derek: YEAH, IN FACT, MOST OF OUR LISTENERS, WE'VE DISCOVERED, TALKING TO THEM,
THEY'RE MOSTLY GUITAR PLAYERS. 

Leo: OH, INTERESTING. 

Derek: A LOT OF, YOU KNOW, PIANO PLAYERS AND KEYBOARD. 

Leo: MM-HMM. 

Derek: A LOT OF PEOPLE DOING GUITAR. 

Leo: A LOT OF MUSICIANS, THOUGH, HUH? [Pop captions up] 

Derek: YEAH, I MEAN PEOPLE DOING HOME RECORDING, THEY'RE USUALLY TRYING TO
RECORD THEIR OWN STUFF. 

Leo: SURE, THAT MAKES SENSE. 

Derek: AND, YOU KNOW, FOR YEARS, WHAT A GUITARIST WOULD DO TO GET EFFECTS
OTHER THAN THE BASIC SOUND IS THEY'D HAVE AN AMPLIFIER LIKE THE ONE WE'VE GOT
ON THE FLOOR -- [Pop captions down] 

Leo: YEAH. 

Derek: AND THEY'D PLUG IN A BUNCH OF PEDALS LIKE THIS. 

Leo: RIGHT. 

Derek: AND THIS IS ACTUALLY A SERIES OF PEDALS THAT I'VE PUT -- 

Leo: THAT YOU'VE DAISY-CHAINED THROUGH. SO YOU PLUG THE GUITAR INTO ONE END,
AND YOU GO RIGHT -- 

Derek: ALL THE WAY THROUGH. AND, IN FACT, THIS IS AN IKEA CUTTING BOARD THAT I
PUT SOME VELCRO ON. 
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Leo: (Laughing) 

Derek: AND THAT'S QUITE TYPICAL. 

Leo: I'VE SEEN MANY OF THESE ON THE FOOT OF A STAGE, AND YOU USE THEM WITH
YOUR FOOT, RIGHT? THEY'VE GOT LITTLE BUTTONS, AND YOU CAN TURN ON THE
EFFECTS AS YOU'RE PLAYIN'. 

Derek: AND YOU CAN TWIDDLE THE KNOBS. IT'S VERY DIRECT. THE THING ABOUT THAT IS
IF YOU'RE TRYING TO RECORD IT, YOU GOTTA HAVE THE AMPLIFIER, YOU GOTTA HAVE A
MICROPHONE, YOU GOTTA MAKE A LOT OF NOISE. 

Leo: RIGHT. 

Derek: AND, PAUL, YOU HAD TO, WHAT, PAY YOUR NEIGHBOURS TO -- 

Paul: PAY YOUR NEIGHBOURS TO LEAVE THE BUILDING. 

Leo: BECAUSE YOU'RE ACTUALLY RECORDING THE AMP. 

Derek: YEAH, AND YOU HAVE TO TURN IT UP TO MAKE IT SOUND GOOD. 

Leo: THERE'S REALLY NO WAY THEN TO GET THE EFFECTS THAT THESE ARE DOING INTO
THE COMPUTER INSTEAD OF -- 

Derek: YOU COULD TAKE THE EFFECTS STRAIGHT INTO THE COMPUTER, BUT THEN YOU
DON'T GET THE AMPLIFIER SOUND, WHICH HAS ITS OWN -- 

Leo: IT'S PART OF IT! 

Derek: PART OF THE SOUND. 

Leo: THAT MARSHALL STACK SOUND IS A SOUND! 

Derek: SO WHAT HAPPENS IS IN THE '80s AND '90s, WE SORT OF MOVED INTO ANOTHER
PHASE -- 

Leo: MM-HMM? [Pop captions up] 

Derek: WHERE YOU GOT WHAT WAS CALLED A MULTI-EFFECTS PEDAL, AND THAT'S
WHAT WE HAVE HERE IS A DIGITECH RP100. 

Leo: SO ONE PEDAL BUT ALL THE SETTINGS. 

Derek: YOU CAN SEE ALL THESE SETTINGS. YOU'VE GOT FEWER KNOBS, SO IT'S A LITTLE
BIT MORE AWKWARD TO PROGRAM. 

Leo: RIGHT. 
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Derek: YOU CAN CONNECT UP A PEDAL LIKE THIS TO GET YOUR "WAA-WAA" EFFECTS OR
VOLUME OR ANYTHING ELSE. WHAT IT DOES MEAN IS YOU HAVE TO SPEND MORE TIME
PUSHING BUTTONS AND STUFF TO PROGRAM IT, AND YOU CAN'T ALWAYS CONTROL THE
EXACT ORDER OF EVERYTHING THAT THE SOUND IS, AND IF YOU DON'T LIKE A
PARTICULAR SOUND THAT'S BUILT INTO THE PEDAL, THAT CAN BE A PROBLEM BECAUSE
YOU'VE GOT EVERYTHING IN THERE. [Pop captions down] 

Derek: BUT A LOT OF GUITARISTS, LIKE ONE OF THE GUITARISTS IN MY BAND, HE'LL HAVE
A UNIT SIMILAR TO THIS -- 

Leo: RIGHT. 

Derek: PLUGGED INTO HIS AMPLIFIER. THE OTHER GUITARIST HAS A SET-UP LIKE THIS
WITH A BUNCH OF PEDALS. WHAT HAPPENED MORE RECENTLY IN THIS DECADE AS
COMPUTERS GOT MORE POWERFUL IS THAT SOFTWARE DEVELOPERS STARTED TO MAKE
IT SO THAT YOU COULD EMULATE ALL THIS SORT OF STUFF, INCLUDING THE AMPLIFIER,
INSIDE YOUR COMPUTER. 

Leo: OF COURSE. WHY NOT? 

Derek: RIGHT. 

Leo: WHY NOT? 

Derek: SO -- 

Leo: AND THEN IT'S EASIER TO RECORD, ISN'T IT? 

Derek: RIGHT. 

Paul: YEAH. 

Leo: YOU'VE GOT IT IN THERE. 

Paul: WELL, IT'S ALSO TOTALLY RECALLABLE. 

Leo: RIGHT. [Pop captions up] 

Paul: AND WHAT WOULD TAKE YOU A LONG TIME TO UNHOOK AND PATCH CABLES IN A
DIFFERENT CONFIGURATION, YOU JUST BASICALLY CLICK. 

Leo: IT'S A LITTLE NERDY TO BRING YOUR MACBOOK TO A SHOW, THOUGH. [Pop captions
down] 

Derek: IT IS. THAT'S THE THING. YOU'RE NOT LIKELY TO SEE A GUITAR PLAYER BRINGING
THEIR LAPTOP ONSTAGE. KEYBOARD PLAYERS, OKAY. IN STUDIO, THEY'LL DO IT, BUT
THEY'RE GONNA WANT THE STACK OR THE AMP OR THE PEDALS. PLUS, IT'S FASTER.
PLUS, YOU KNOW THAT IN 20 YEARS, YOUR AMP'S STILL GONNA WORK. YOUR
SOFTWARE, YOU MIGHT HAVE TO UPDATE IT. BUT -- 
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Leo: CAN YOU DUPLICATE THE SOUND OF THE AMP AS WELL IN THE SOFTWARE? 

Derek: THAT'S PART OF IT. IN FACT, THAT'S WHAT WE'RE GONNA SHOW YOU. 

Leo: WOW, WOW. 

Derek: I'M JUST GONNA GET THIS SET UP, AND WE CAN SHOW YOU. 

Leo: NOW WE'RE IN GARAGE BAND HERE.

Leo: THIS ISN'T EVEN ANY FANCY EXTRA EXPENSIVE FRUITY LOOPS OR SOMETHING. 

Derek: WELL, PAUL, WHAT ELSE COULD YOU USE THIS IN? I'VE GOT GARAGE BAND HERE. 

Paul: WELL, MOST OF THESE PRODUCTS LIKE AMPLITUBE, WHICH DEREK IS SHOWING,
COME IN A STAND-ALONE VERSION, SO YOU CAN, YOU KNOW, PLUG IT INTO A PC OR MAC
AND JUST USE IT AS A STAND-ALONE, BUT THEY ALSO COME, YOU KNOW, IN VST, AU -- 

Leo: THOSE ARE STANDARD PLUGIN FORMATS THAT SOFTWARE LIKE GARAGE BAND USE.

Paul: CORRECT. 

Leo: OR PRO TOOLS OR A VARIETY OF -- 

Paul: YEAH, CUBASE, ANY OF THOSE PROGRAMS, SO YOU CAN JUST PULL IT UP, AND YOU
CAN SEE THE INTERFACE. 

Leo: OH, LOOK! IT LOOKS LIKE AN AMP. 

Paul: IT LOOKS LIKE AN AMP, AND IT'S GOT ALL THE DIALS AND -- 

Derek: AND THE NICE THING ABOUT IT IS YOU CAN CHANGE IT, TOO. SO YOU CAN SAY --
NOW, THIS IS WHAT'S CALLED AMPLITUBE 2 LIVE, WHICH IS SORT OF A REDUCED
VERSION. THERE'S AMPLITUBE FROM IK MULTIMEDIA. NATIVE INSTRUMENTS HAS ONE
CALLED GUITAR RIG 2. 

Leo: CAN THEY GET PRETTY EXPENSIVE? 

Derek: THEY CAN. THE HIGH-END VERSIONS ARE SEVERAL HUNDRED DOLLARS. 

Leo: MM-HMM. 

Derek: BUT WHAT THEY GIVE YOU IS THEY GIVE YOU TONS OF CHOICES. 

Leo: YOU COULD HAVE ANY AMP EVER MADE. 
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Derek: IF YOU LOOK AT WHAT I'M DOING HERE, IT SAYS, OKAY, I'VE GOT AN AMERICAN
TUBE CLEAN, WHICH IS SORT OF LIKE THE ONE I HAVE ON THE FLOOR, A BRITISH ONE,
AND THAT'S LIKE THE MARSHALL -- [Pop captions up] 

Leo: (Chuckling) 

Derek: OR A BASS AMP. THEY HAVE A BASS AMP. 

Leo: THEY DON'T DO BRAND NAMES EXACTLY -- 

Derek: THEY DON'T, BUT THEY TELL YOU IN THE MANUAL WHAT IT'S SUPPOSED TO BE. 

Leo: YEAH, RIGHT. 

Derek: AND THEN YOU CAN ALSO CHOOSE WHAT KIND OF SPEAKER IS IT, TWO 12-INCH
SPEAKERS. 

Leo: WOW. 

Derek: WHAT KIND OF A MICROPHONE ARE YOU USING? ARE YOU USING A -- 

Leo: THIS MUST BE HEAVEN FOR A GUITARIST, BECAUSE -- [Pop captions down] 

Derek: IT'S REALLY NICE BECAUSE -- 

Leo: IF YOU'VE ALWAYS WANTED A MARSHALL, YOU CAN HAVE ONE. 

Derek: WELL, WHAT'S EVEN NEATER HERE IS YOU SEE ALL THE PEDALS HERE. [Pop captions
up] 

Derek: WELL, OVER HERE THEY HAVE A THING CALLED "STOP" BECAUSE THEY CALL
THEM "STOP BOXES." THERE'S A TUNER JUST LIKE THE ONE I'VE GOT ON THE DESK. 

Leo: (Chuckling) THEY HAVE THE IKEA BOARD. (Laughing) 

Paul: (Laughing)

Derek: WITH VACUUM TUBES IN IT. 

Leo: RIGHT. 

Derek: THIS DOES A PRETTY GOOD JOB, AND, IN FACT, I'VE BEEN VERY IMPRESSED WITH
SOME OF THE TRACKS THAT I RECORD, THAT I RELEASE ON MY WEBSITE. [Pop captions
down] 

Derek: I'VE DONE THIS THROUGH HERE, AND ESPECIALLY, YOU KNOW, IF YOU DON'T
HAVE THE RESOURCES TO PUT IN THE MICROPHONE AND GET A GOOD ROOM, YOU CAN
GET A SOUND ON HERE THAT IS REALLY REMARKABLY CLOSE. 

Leo: WITHOUT HAVING TO NOTIFY THE NEIGHBOURS. 

Derek: EXACTLY. YOU DO IT IN YOUR HEADPHONES, AND I CAN DO IT WHEN MY KIDS ARE
ASLEEP. 

Leo: YOUR WEBSITE IS penmachine.com IF PEOPLE WANT TO HEAR THE RESULT. [Pop captions
up] 

Derek: SO IF YOU LOOK HERE, YOU CAN EVEN SEE THEY'VE GOT COMPLETE RIGS, SO YOU
CAN SAY "WELL, I WANT CLEAN SOLO SUSTAIN," AND THEN IF YOU DO THAT IN THERE -- 

Leo: LET'S HEAR IT, LET'S HEAR IT, YEAH, YEAH. 

Derek: YOU KNOW, YOU SORT OF GET A -- (Electric guitar playing) 

Leo: SO HOW -- FIRST OF ALL, WE'RE NOT HEARING IT, BUT HOW ARE YOU PLAYING INTO
THE -- 

Derek: AH! THAT'S THE OTHER PART HERE. THIS SOFTWARE COMES WITH A -- NOW,
NORMALLY YOU COULD USE AN AUDIO INTERFACE, OR YOU COULD PLUG IN WITH A --

Leo: OH, THAT'S NEAT! 

Derek: ONE FOR YOUR BASS IF YOU'VE GOT ENOUGH PROCESSING POWER. 

Leo: YOU COULD HAVE A WHOLE BAND! 

Derek: SO I'VE DONE SOME TRACKS WHERE I HAVE TWO GUITARS AND A BASS, AND
THEY'RE ALL PROCESSED. 

Paul: IF YOU LOOK AT THE PRICE OF ACTUALLY BUYING ALL THE PEDALS -- 

Leo: RIGHT. 

Paul: I'M NOT SURE WHAT THESE GO FOR, BUT --

IT'S GONNA WORK BETTER. A LOT OF BROWSERS DON'T LIKE FRAMES. IN FACT, YOU
NOTICE ONE OF THE THINGS YOU HAVE TO DO WITH FRAMES IS SAY "IF NO FRAMES,
THEN DO THIS." SO WHEN YOU USE FRAMES, WHAT BECOMES VERY IMPORTANT IS

WHERE THE CONTENT IS. NAME THAT FRAME -- I USUALLY NAME IT "CONTENT" -- AND
THEN WHEN YOU CLICK THE LINK, YOU SAY TARGET EQUALS "CONTENT." 

Greg: I DID TRY THAT, THOUGH. 

Leo: AND IT DOESN'T WORK? 

Greg: AND IT'S STILL NOT WORKING. 

Leo: OKAY. IT MAY BE SOMETHING THAT IS GOING ON WITH FLASH, AND I THINK THIS IS
POSSIBLY THE CASE THAT FLASH FOR SOME REASON IS OPENING ITS OWN WINDOW. IT
WON'T OPEN IN THE "CONTENT" FRAME. I'M NOT SURE. ALL I CAN SAY IS THAT'S
PROBABLY ONE OF THE MANY REASONS WHY PEOPLE HAVE ABANDONED FRAMES. IT'S
KIND OF A WEAK METAPHOR, AND YOU GO TO A LOT OF SITES WHERE YOU'D THINK,
"WELL, THEY MUST BE USING FRAMES." A REALLY GOOD ONE IS amazon.com, WHERE IT
LOOKS LIKE THESE ARE FRAMES BECAUSE WE'VE GOT -- UP AT THE TOP, WE'VE GOT
THESE UNCHANGING THUMB -- OR TABS, AND AS SOON AS IT LOADS, YOU'LL SEE THEM.
AND THE UNCHANGING TABS ARE NAVIGATIONAL TABS. WELL, I'M TAKING FOREVER TO
LOAD. THERE WE GO! AND, YOU KNOW, WHEN YOU CLICK THIS, IT LOOKS LIKE WHAT'S
CHANGING IS BELOW HERE IN THE CONTENT AREA, BUT IN FACT IT'S ALL DONE WITH
CSS. THEY DON'T DO FRAMES ANYMORE. FRAMES ARE REALLY KIND OF OLD SCHOOL.
THE OTHER ADVANTAGE OF CSS IS IT DEGRADES WELL GRACEFULLY, IT SUPPORTS MORE
BROWSERS, AND IT GIVES YOU MORE FLEXIBILITY IN THE DESIGN. ACTUALLY, THEY'RE
NOT DOING IT VERY WELL BECAUSE THEY COULD MAKE IT SO THAT THE WHOLE PAGE

HAVE TO LOOK AND SEE IF THERE'S SOMETHING TYPICAL OF FLASH THAT IT WOULDN'T
SUPPORT THE FRAME CONTENT, THE TARGET TAG. LET ME THINK IF THERE IS A REASON.
WHAT ARE YOU USING FOR THE FLASH LINK? IS IT OBJECT OR EMBED? 

Greg: IT'S EMBED. 
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Leo: YEAH, THAT MAY BE THE PROBLEM. IT MAY BE THAT THE EMBED -- WELL, I'M
TRYING TO THINK. THAT'S THE OTHER THING, BY THE WAY. YOU NOW WANT TO USE AN
OBJECT INSTEAD OF EMBED WHENEVER YOU CAN. YOU ACTUALLY END UP USING BOTH
IN MOST CASES SO THAT DIFFERENT BROWSERS CAN HANDLE IT PROPERLY. I DON'T
KNOW. LET ME THINK ABOUT THAT. MY SUGGESTION WOULD BE TO STOP USING

SOMETHING THAT HAS TO DO WITH FLASH THAT KEEPS YOU FROM DOING THAT IN

Leo: I HATE TO DO IT, BUT -- 

Greg: YEAH. 

Leo: YOU KNOW, I USED TO GET A LOT OF -- I USED TO GET A LOT OF FLAK EVEN IN 1998
FOR USING FRAMES. FRAMES SOLVE A PROBLEM, A VERY GOOD PROBLEM, BUT THEY
CAUSE OTHER PROBLEMS, ESPECIALLY WITH BROWSERS. BROWSERS DON'T LIKE THEM
AT ALL. OKAY? 

Greg: THAT'S GREAT. 

Leo: I'LL SEE IF I CAN DO SOME RESEARCH ON THIS FLASH FRAMING ISSUE. IT MAY BE
SOMETHING THAT JUST FLASH DOESN'T WORK VERY WELL WITH. [Pop captions up] 

Leo: MORE OF YOUR CALLS COMING UP IN JUST A BIT, BUT FIRST IT'S TIME FOR OUR
QUICK QUIZ QUESTION... OF THE DAY. OUR QUESTION TODAY... WHY IS SEAN'S HEAD --
OH, NO! WHAT IS NOT -- WHICH IS NOT THE COLOUR OF AN LCD PIXEL ELEMENT? THREE
OF THESE ARE RIGHT. ONE OF THEM'S WRONG. IS IT BLUE, YELLOW, RED OR GREEN?
SEAN EXPLAINED HOW LCD'S WORK ON ANOTHER SHOW. MAYBE YOU REMEMBER.

DESCRIBES FLASH AND FRAMES. IN FACT, IT REALLY HAS GOT A GOOD DESCRIPTION FOR

IT. BUT IT SHOULD LOAD EXACTLY AS YOU EXPECT IF YOU SPECIFY A TARGET FRAME,
AND YOU MIGHT SPECIFY THAT IF YOU NEED TO IN THE "GET URL" ACTION OF FLASH IF

Leo: HEY, LET'S GET ANOTHER CALLER ON THE AIR HERE! AND KATE'S GOT SOMEONE

Kate: OKAY, VIA SKYPE, WE HAVE DAVID FROM YARMOUTH IN NOVA SCOTIA. 

Leo: HELLO, DAVID, IN HIS BOOK-LINED STUDY. YOU'RE OBVIOUSLY A GREAT
INTELLECTUAL, DAVID. 

David: THANKS. 

Leo: HI. 

David: HI. [Pop captions up] 

David: UM... MY QUESTION IS I RECENTLY GOT UBUNTU FROM THE COMPANY. 

Leo: GOOD FOR YOU. 

David: AND I INSTALLED IT ON MY COMPUTER UPSTAIRS -- 

Leo: MM-HMM? 

David: LOST ALL OF MY FILES AND CANNOT GET WIRELESS. [Pop captions down] 

Leo: OH, DUDE, I'M SO SORRY. YEAH, WHEN YOU INSTALLED IT, I'M SUSPECTING THAT
WHAT YOU DID IS INSTALLED IT ON TOP OF YOUR EXISTING SYSTEM. YOU DO HAVE AN
OPTION IN UBUNTU TO SHARE THE SYSTEM, TO DO A DUAL BOOT, BUT IF YOU DON'T DO
THAT, IT'S JUST LIKE IF YOU INSTALLED WINDOWS ON TOP OF YOUR EXISTING SYSTEM.
YOU'VE ERASED EVERYTHING. WAS IT YOUR COMPUTER, OR WAS IT YOUR DAD'S? 

David: IT'S GOING TO BE MY COMPUTER IN SEPTEMBER. 

Leo: OKAY. (Laughing) BUT FOR MEANWHILE, DAD'S SAYING, "WHERE'S MY FILES?" SO I
THINK UBUNTU'S A GOOD CHOICE, BY THE WAY. FOR A SCHOOL COMPUTER, THAT'S
GREAT. YOU'LL BE SECURE. IT'S VERY POWERFUL. YOU'LL LEARN A LOT ABOUT LINUX. 
UBUNTU IS A FLAVOUR OF LINUX AVAILABLE FREE FROM U-B-U-N-T-U.com. YOU WANT
THE WI-FI TO WORK, TOO, THOUGH, DON'T YOU? 

David: YEAH. 
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Leo: I GET THIS COMPLAINT A LOT ABOUT UBUNTU, AND THE REASON IS THAT WI-FI
CHIPSETS VARY WIDELY, AND SO UBUNTU DOES SOME SUPPORT, BUT IT DOESN'T DO
COMPLETE SUPPORT. DID YOU GET THE LATEST UBUNTU, FEISTY FAWN 7.04? 

David: YES. 

Leo: YEAH, OKAY, GOOD. [Pop captions up] 

Leo: SO WHAT I WOULD SUGGEST YOU DO, AND THIS IS TRUE FOR ANYBODY -- FIRST OF
ALL, YOU SHOULD KNOW, NO PROBLEM, YOU WILL GET WIRELESS NETWORKING

GONNA WRITE IT." SO LINUX IN GENERAL RELIES ON END USERS WHO HAVE THAT
PARTICULAR HARDWARE TO WRITE DRIVERS FOR IT, AND APPARENTLY NOT ENOUGH
PEOPLE ARE WRITING DRIVERS FOR CERTAIN CHIPSETS. NOW, THERE'S TWO WAYS TO
GO. NDISWRAPPER'S REALLY COOL. NDISWRAPPER ALLOWS YOU TO USE THE WINDOWS
DRIVER, THE ONE THE COMPANY WROTE, UNDER UBUNTU. I MEAN THAT'S VERY COOL.
SOMETIMES YOU HAVE TO DO THAT. SOMETIMES IT'S JUST A VERY SIMPLE THING WHERE
YOU JUST, YOU ACTUALLY CAN USE APT-GET TO INSTALL ADDITIONAL SOFTWARE AND
SO FORTH. THIS IS A GOOD PAGE ACTUALLY, MICHAEL LARABEL'S PAGE ON WI-FI IN
FEISTY FAWN. AND THEY HAVE TO SAY FEISTY FAWN, THE LATEST 7.04, HAS MUCH
BETTER WI-FI SUPPORT, BUT YOU STILL SOMETIME HAVE TO ADD CERTAIN SOFTWARE
DEPENDING ON WHAT YOUR CHIPSET IS. THIS GUY HAS A LENOVO LAPTOP WITH AN
ATHEROS CHIPSET. SO GO IN YOUR DEVICE MANAGER OR LOOK IN YOUR MANUAL. LOOK
IN THE HARDWARE MANUAL. LOOK ON THE MOTHERBOARD. FIGURE OUT WHO MADE

Leo: NO, IT'S VICE VERSA. (Laughing) 

David: OH, OKAY. 

Leo: 100% MEANS "GIVE LINUX THE WHOLE DRIVE." 

David: OH. (Chuckling) 

Leo: OOPSIE, OOPSIE! YEAH, YOU WANTED 50%. IT WAS ASKING YOU HOW MUCH SHOULD
LINUX TAKE, AND YOU SAID, "TAKE IT ALL!" UNFORTUNAT ELY THAT MEANS IT
OVERWROTE -- YOU KNOW, IT FORMATTED THE DRIVE BASICALLY AND BECAUSE IT -- 

David: ONLY MY SISTER WILL BE MAD AT ME. 

Leo: HUH? 

David: I SAID I ONLY HAVE TO FACE THE WRATH OF MY SISTER. 

Leo: OH, YOUR SISTER! IS SHE YOUNGER OR OLDER? 

David: OLDER. 

Leo: CAN SHE BEAT YOU UP? 

David: UM... NO. 

Leo: OKAY. (Laughter off camera) 
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Leo: AS LONG AS SHE CAN'T BEAT YOU UP, WHAT CAN SHE DO, YOU KNOW? (Brief pause) 

David: YEAH. 

Leo: HE'S LOOKIN' AT -- HE'S LOOKIN' AT HER! "YEAH, WHAT CAN YOU DO, SIS? SIS, I'M
SORRY." YOU JUST SAY, "OH, I AM SO SORRY. I AM SUCH A FOOL. I AM SO SORRY. I WAS
REALLY EXCITED ABOUT GETTING TO USE THIS COMPUTER, AND-AND I ACCIDENTALLY
ERASED YOUR DATA, AND YOU DIDN'T REALLY NEED THAT, DID YOU, SIS?" (Funky techno
music) 

Leo: WHAT GRADE ARE YOU GOIN' INTO? 

David: I'M IN 10 RIGHT NOW, GOING INTO 11. 

Leo: THAT'S EXCITING. THAT'S GONNA BE GREAT. I THINK IT'S VERY NICE OF HER TO LET
YOU USE THAT COMPUTER FOR SCHOOL. 

David: YEAH, SHE GOT A NEW LAPTOP. 

Leo: OH. HA-HA! THEN SHE SHOULDN'T BE MAD AT YOU! YOU SHOULD BE MAD AT HER!
(Laughing) YOU GOT THE OLD COMPUTER. SHE GOT THE GOOD NEW ONE. 

David: YEAH. 

Leo: OFFER TO PUT UBUNTU ON HER LAPTOP AND SEE WHAT SHE SAYS. 

David: SHE WON'T. SHE HAS VISTA. 

Leo: (Laughing) OH, YOU'RE GONNA BE SO MUCH HAPPIER. JUST SAY "LOOKIT, SIS, I KNOW I
ERASED YOUR DATA, BUT BELIEVE ME, WHEN YOU HAVE TROUBLE WITH VISTA, AND

Leo: HEY, THANKS FOR THE CALL. I APPRECIATE IT. YOU'RE GONNA BE A SMART

UP AS THE LAB WITH LEO CONTINUES. STAY RIGHT HERE. [MUSIC] [Pop captions down]
COMMERCIAL (Theme music playing) 

Leo: OOH... OOH... WHAT IS THAT? THAT'S PURDY! WELCOME BACK TO THE LAB \AIITH
LEO, AND I THINK THIS IS FROM OUR NEXT CALLER. 

Kate: YEAH. 

Leo: KATE, WHAT IS THAT SLIDE SHOW? IT'S GORGEOUS. 

Kate: I HAVE A LITTLE GENIUS ON THE LINE FOR YOU NOW. 

Leo: A LITTLE GENIUS! 

Kate: A LITTLE GENIUS! THIS IS KEVIN FROM TECUMSEH IN ONTARIO. THIS IS ACTUALLY
A SCHOOL PROJECT OF HIS WHERE HE MADE A TOWER ACTUALLY LIGHT UP, AND
APPARENTLY THE LIGHTS DANCE TO MUSIC.

Kate: YEAH! 

Leo: WHAT'S HIS NAME? 

Kate: KEVIN. 

Leo: KEVIN, I'M IMPRESSED! THAT'S REALLY COOL-LOOKIN'. ARE YOU THERE? 

Kevin:  YEAH. 

Leo: HEY! 

Kevin:  HI, LEO. 

Leo: SO TELL ME HOW YOU DID THAT. 

Kevin:  I PUT IN -- THEY HAVE SOME LED TUBES THAT I PUT IN -- 

Leo: OKAY. [Pop captions up] 

Kevin:  AND THEN I DID THE ELECTROLUMINESCENT LIGHTING AROUND THE EDGES. 

Leo: WOW. NOW, HOW DO YOU MAKE IT DANCE TO THE MUSIC? 

Kevin:  IT CAME WITH THIS SOUND RECEIVER THAT YOU CAN PUT INSIDE THE COMPUTER. 

Leo: I BET THAT'S FUN, HUH? 
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Kevin:  YEAH. 

Leo: VERY COOL. WELL, WHAT CAN I DO TO HELP YOU TODAY? [Pop captions down] 

Kevin:  I'VE BEEN A BIG FAN OF YOUR SHOW SINCE CALL FOR HELP. 

Leo: THANK YOU. 

Kevin:  I HAVE AN OLDER COMPUTER. IT'S GOT THE AMD ATHLON XP 2400 AT TWO
GIGAHERTZ. 

Leo: OKAY. I HAVE ONE OF THOSE MYSELF. 

Kevin:  YEAH. FIVE (Unclear), WHICH I'M PROBABLY GOING TO BE UPGRADING SOON TO
ABOUT A GIG. 

Leo: YEAH. 

Kevin:  AND ATI RADEON X1300. 

Leo: OKAY. 

Kevin:  AND AN MSI MS-6390 MOTHERBOARD. 

Leo: WELL, THIS IS ALL VINTAGE, A COUPLE OF YEARS AGO. 

Kevin:  YEAH. 

Leo: YEAH. 

Kevin:  I RAN A VISTA ANALYSIS -- 

Leo: YEAH. 

Kevin:  AND IT SAYS THAT IT CAN RUN HOME BASIC AND, WITH A GIG OF RAM, IT CAN RUN
HOME PREMIUM. 

Leo: YEAH, I WOULD NOT BOTHER WITH HOME BASIC. I WOULD PUT IN ANOTHER 512
MEGS OF RAM AND GO TO HOME PREMIUM. 

Kevin:  I WAS JUST WONDERING IF A MANUFACTURER SPECIFIES THAT THE
MOTHERBOARD DRIVER'S GOOD FOR XP IF IT WOULD BE GOOD FOR VISTA. 

Leo: AH, NO, NOT NECESSARILY, AND THAT'S A VERY GOOD QUESTION. IN FACT, MOST OF
THE PEOPLE WHO HAVE PROBLEMS WITH VISTA ARE HAVING PROBLEMS WITH
HARDWARE COMPATIBILITY, SOME WITH SOFTWARE COMPATIBILITY. YOU MAKE A BIG
MOVE LIKE THIS, IT'S A WHOLE NEW OPERATING SYSTEM. IT'S NOT UNUSUAL FOR

Kevin:  NO, IT DIDN'T HAVE IT ON THE DRIVERS SIDE EXCEPT THAT IT'S COMPATIBLE WITH
ALL OS'S. 

Leo: OKAY, THEN I WOULD SAY YOU'RE PROBABLY FINE. 

Kevin:  OKAY. 

Leo: YOU KNOW, THAT IS A REALLY GOOD QUESTION, AND WHAT YOU MAY FIND IS THAT
THE SOUND CARD, FOR INSTANCE, DOESN'T WORK, OR DOES THIS MOTHERBOARD HAVE
ALL THE SOUND NETWORKING AND ALL THAT STUFF ON THE MOTHERBOARD? [Pop

Kevin:  YES. 

Leo: YEAH, SO THOSE ARE THE THINGS THAT YOU'RE GONNA HAVE TO WORRY ABOUT. I
LIKE MSI MOTHERBOARDS. I DON'T THINK THERE'S ANYTHING WRONG WITH IT, BUT IT IS
A COUPLE OF YEARS OLD. IT WAS MADE BEFORE VISTA CAME OUT, AND THEY MAY NOT

I WOULD SUGGEST IS BEFORE BUYING VISTA IS YOU DOWNLOAD AND INSTALL IT. YOU
KNOW, YOU CAN DOWNLOAD IT AND RUN IT FOR AWHILE WITHOUT PAYING FOR IT. 

Kevin:  OKAY. 

Leo: SO THAT'S ONE WAY TO TELL. 

Kevin:  WHERE WOULD YOU DOWNLOAD IT FROM? 

Leo: MAKE -- PARDON ME? 

Kevin:  WHERE WOULD YOU DOWNLOAD IT FROM? 

Leo: MICROSOFT. 

Kevin:  OKAY. 
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Leo: YEAH, MICROSOFT OFFERS FREE DOWNLOADS OF VISTA TO TRY BEFORE YOU BUY
FOR EXACTLY THIS REASON. I AM NOT -- I'LL BE HONEST. I'M NOT TELLING PEOPLE TO
UPGRADE TO VISTA JUST YET IF YOU -- IF, AND IT'S A BIG "IF," XP IS WORKING FOR YOU,
YOU'VE GOT IT RELIABLY WORKING, YOU'RE NOT HAVING A LOT OF SECURITY ISSUES,
THEN THERE'S NO COMPELLING REASON TO RUN TO VISTA. I WOULD WAIT UNTIL
SERVICE PACK 1 PROBABLY. 

Kevin:  OKAY. 

Leo: AND EVEN THEN, IF YOU HAVE OLD HARDWARE, AS YOU DO, YOU MAY NOT WANT
TO GO TO VISTA. IT'S SLOWER. IT'S GONNA REQUIRE MORE HARDWARE. YOU'RE GONNA
HAVE TO UPGRADE THE RAM AT THE VERY LEAST, AND IT MAY NOT WORK WITH ALL OF
YOUR MOTHERBOARD'S FEATURES, SO THEN THAT'S A REAL SERIOUS CONCERN. IF
YOU'RE NOT HAVING TROUBLE WITH XP, DON'T FEEL LIKE YOU HAVE TO USE THE LATEST
AND GREATEST. YOU DON'T. THERE'S NOTHING RIGHT NOW THAT REQUIRES VISTA

Leo: SO I WOULDN'T RUSH OUT AND GO TO VISTA. I MEAN, YEAH, IT'S PRETTIER, AND IT

WE JUST START IT UP,
AND MacFUSE JUST LIVES IN OUR -- I'M GONNA CLOSE THAT CYBERDUCK HERE. 
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Leo: YEAH, DON'T CONFUSE ME. WE DON'T NEED -- WE NO LONGER NEED CYBERDUCK. 

Jim:  WE NO LONGER NEED CYBERDUCK. [Pop captions up]
