Leo: ISN'T HE GREAT? 
Kate: HE'S SO GOOD. 
Leo: HE'S SO FUN. WE'RE GONNA TALK ABOUT KEYNOTE WHICH IS APPLE'S ALTERNATIVE
TO POWERPOINT. 
Kate: MMM-HMM. 
Leo: AND I THINK IN MANY WAYS IT REALLY HAS A LOT OVER POWERPOINT. AND IN
SOME IN OTHER WAYS IT HAS LESS THAN POWERPOINT. BUT IT'S VERY COOL. IF YOU

GETTING INTO FACEBOOK IS THAT YOU PUT TOO MANY APPS ON THERE -- 
Kate: IT'S A NIGHTMARE. 
Leo: YOU GET THIS GIANT PAGE YOU KNOW. 
Kate: YOU'RE SCROLLING AND SCROLLING AND SCROLLING, YEAH IT'S -- 
Leo: BUT ON THE OTHER HAND IT KEEPS IT FRESH CAUSE YOU CAN ALWAYS ADD. 
Kate: YEAH. 
Leo: AND IT'S EASY TO ADD NEW ONES AND GET RID OF THE OLD ONES. 
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Kate: YEAH ABSOLUTELY. 
Leo: ALSO JIM RUTHERFORD IS BACK. HE DIDN'T BRING HIS SON THIS TIME. 
Kate: NO OWEN. 
Leo: OH -- BUT HE'LL TALK ABOUT EDITING AND DEBUGGING CSS USING A TOOL FOR
FIREFOX CALLED FIREBUG, FIREBUG. 
Kate: FIREBUG. 
Leo: SO WE'VE GOT SOMETHING FOR EVERYBODY. A COMPLETE RANGE OF STUFF AND
THAT'S WHAT I LOVE ABOUT THIS SHOW. AND IN FACT THE CALLERS ARE WHAT REALLY
SET THE TONE, THE TENOR -- 
Kate: MMM-HMM. 
Leo: THE, THE TENOR OF THE SHOW. 
Kate: INDEED. 
Leo: IF YOU'RE VERY TECHNICAL, WE'LL, WE'LL GET TECHNICAL. IF YOU WANT BASIC
INFORMATION WE'LL DO THAT TOO. THAT'S WHY WE USE CALLERS -- 
Kate: YES. 
Leo: CAUSE THEY KIND OF TELL US WHAT TO TALK ABOUT. WHO DO WE HAVE TODAY
FOR OUR FIRST CALL? 
Kate: WE HAVE MARC AND HE'S FROM RICHMOND HILL IN ONTARIO. 
Leo: HMM THANK YOU KATE. HELLO MARC. [Pop captions up] 
Marc: HI HOW ARE YOU? 
Leo: I'M GREAT. HOW ARE YOU? WELCOME TO THE SHOW. 
Marc: I'M OKAY. I AM, I'M HAVING TROUBLE DECIDING WHAT SYSTEM I SHOULD GET
EITHER A MAC OR A PC. 
Leo: AH. 
Marc: I'M A BIG GAMER. SO I'D LIKE TO PLAY GAMES WELL ON IT. 
Leo: OKAY. 
Marc: AND I'VE HEARD PCS ARE MUCH BETTER FOR GAMES THAN MAC. [Pop captions down] 
Leo: YEAH IN FACT IF, IF, IF THAT'S AN IMPORTANT FEATURE FOR YOU I WOULD SAY GET
A PC. 
Marc: YEAH. 
Leo: END OF STORY. 
Marc: AND I'M ALSO LOOKING FOR PERFORMANCE-WISE SUCH AS MACS DON'T GET
VIRUSES AND UM - - 
Leo: OH WELL THAT'S TRUE. [Pop captions up] 
Leo: THAT'S THE OTHER SIDE OF THE EQUATION. MACS TEND TO BE A LITTLE MORE
SECURE. IT'S UNCLEAR WHETHER THAT'S BECAUSE THEY'RE INHERENTLY MORE SECURE.
I THINK IT'S SOME OF THAT OR BECAUSE THEY'RE LESS OF A TARGET AND I THINK IT'S A
LOT OF THAT. [Pop captions down] 
Leo: I MEAN WITH THE MACINTOSH ONLY HAVE FIVE PERCENT OF THE MARKETPLACE --
[Laughs] 
Leo: IT DOESN'T, IT'S NOT A, IT DOESN'T PAY FOR HACKERS TO FIGURE OUT HOW TO HACK
INTO THE MACINTOSH. AND THERE'S SOME EVIDENCE REALLY LATELY THAT APPLE AND
THE MAC OPERATING SYSTEM AREN'T REALLY MORE SECURE BUT JUST LESS OF A
TARGET. AND, AND THE REASON I MENTION THAT IS RECENTLY APPLE RELEASED A
VERSION OF SAFARI. IT'S WEB BROWSER FOR WINDOWS. WITHIN LIKE YOU KNOW THREE 
OR FOUR HOURS A NUMBER OF MAJOR SECURITY FLAWS SURFACED. AND THE REASON
THEY CAME UP SO FAST IS THAT HACKERS HAD A LOT OF TOOLS THEY'VE WRITTEN ON
WINDOWS TO FIND THESE FLAWS. THEY USE ONE IN PARTICULAR CALLED FUZZER,
WHICH JUST TRIES A LOT OF RANDOM INPUT INTO A BROWSER TRYING TO EITHER CRASH
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IT OR GET IT TO DO SOMETHING THAT THE HACKER CAN THEN TAKE ADVANTAGE OF
AND FUZZER FOUND THIS LIKE IN A FEW HOURS. THERE'S NO FUZZER ON THE MAC. SO I
MEAN IT DOESN'T REALLY MATTER TO A MAC END USER EXCEPT IF THE MAC BECOMES
MORE POPULAR THEN IT MAY BECOME MORE OF A TARGET. BUT RIGHT NOW YOU'RE
ABSOLUTELY RIGHT. RIGHT NOW IF YOU'RE USING A MAC YOU DON'T NEED ANTI-VIRUS,
YOU DON'T NEED ANTI-SPYWARE SOFTWARE BECAUSE THERE ARE NO VIRUSES, THERE'S
NO SPYWARE, NOTHING SIGNIFICANT ANYWAY. THERE'S DEMONSTRATION VIRUSES BUT
THERE'S NO VIRUSES OUT IN THE WILD FOR THE MAC. YOU DON'T HAVE TO WORRY
ABOUT THAT. NOW I'M NOT SURE THAT'S A SENSIBLE THING TO, TO KIND OF IGNORE
SECURITY. YOU PROBABLY SHOULD ALWAYS KEEP THAT IN THE BACK OF YOUR MIND. IF
YOU'RE GOING ON THE INTERNET YOU KNOW IT'S FUNDAMENTALLY A RISKY PLACE. BUT
IN GENERAL IT IS SAFER TO BE ON THE MAC. BUT REALLY SINCE YOU WANT TO GAME I
GOT TO TELL YOU THE MAC IS NOT A GOOD GAMING PLATFORM. THERE ARE YOU KNOW
SOME GAMES COME OUT FOR THE MAC BUT LET'S SAY YOU WANT TO PLAY THE NEW
SPORE WHEN IT COMES OUT. OOH HOW EXCITING. WINDOWS XBOX AND THAT'S IT
MAYBE PLAYSTATION 3. UM YOU'RE NOT GONNA BE ABLE TO PLAY IT ON THE MAC AT
LEAST NOT RIGHT AWAY. SO WHAT GAMES DO YOU PLAY? 
Marc: WELL LIKE STUFF LIKE UM HALO AND, AND LOTS OF LIKE - - GAMES LIKE THAT. 
Leo: THERE AREN'T, THERE AREN'T YOU KNOW WHAT THERE IS, IS THERE'S A
SMATTERING OF THE GAMES COME OUT ON BOTH PLATFORMS. YOU KNOW WORLD OF
WARCRAFTS ON BOTH PLATFORMS. HALO IS NOT. ASIAN EMPIRES BOTH PLATFORMS
ALTHOUGH A LITTLE BIT BEHIND IN THE MAC THINGS LIKE THAT. SO IF GAMING IS
REALLY IMPORTANT TO YOU, THERE, THERE IS AN ALTERNATIVE. YOU COULD BUY A
MAC AND RUN WINDOWS ON IT EITHER IN BOOTCAMP OR IN PARALLELS. FOR GAMING
YOU'D PROBABLY USE BOOTCAMP. WHAT THAT MEANS IS WHEN YOU FIRST TURN ON
THE MACHINE YOU EITHER CHOOSE WINDOWS OR MAC AND, AND IF YOU WANT A GAME
I FEEL I'M IN THE MOOD FOR A GAME YOU MIGHT BOOT UP INTO WINDOWS AND PLAY IT.
BUT IT'S YOU KNOW IT'S A MORE COSTLY WAY TO GO BECAUSE YOU DON'T GET
WINDOWS WITH A MAC AS YOU DO WITH PCS. UM AND YOU, YOU KNOW YOU'RE
DIVIDING YOUR HARD DRIVE, YOU'RE DIVIDING YOUR WELL ACTUALLY YOU'RE NOT
DIVIDING YOUR MEMORY CAUSE ALL THE MEMORY'S ALLOCATED. BUT I THINK
PROBABLY IF, IF, IF IT SOUNDS LIKE YOU WANT TO BUY A MAC BUT YOU STILL WANT TO
PLAY THOSE GAMES. 
Marc: YEAH. 
Leo: THAT'S A, THAT'S A TOUGH ONE. I MEAN I THINK YOU SHOULD LOOK AT WHAT
GAMES YOU CAN'T LIVE WITHOUT SEE IF THEY'RE AVAILABLE ON THE MAC. HALO IS
NOT. 
Marc: YEAH AND I ALSO LIKE THE FACT THAT MAC, THAT MACS HAVE ALL THESE
MULTIMEDIA THINGS THAT YOU COULD DO. 
Leo: YEAH I MEAN IF YOU WANT TO MAKE MOVIES, BURN DVDS OF YOUR MOVIES. IF YOU
WANT TO MAKE MUSIC THERE'S NO BETTER PLATFORM. UM IF YOU WANT AND THIS IS
AN INTERESTING ONE. THIS HAS CHANGED. IF YOU WANT TO BE A PROGRAMMER OR
LEARN ABOUT UNIX LEARN ABOUT HOW THE WEB WORKS A MAC IS ACTUALLY A
BETTER CHOICE THAN WINDOWS IN MY OPINION BECAUSE IT COMES WITH ALL THESE
PROGRAMMING LANGUAGES FREE. IT COMES WITH UNIX UNDER THE HOOD. THAT'S
WHAT'S RUNNING IS RUNNING ON THE MAC. UM I THINK IN TERMS OF BECOMING A
COMPUTER SCIENTIST A MAC IS A BETTER CHOICE BELIEVE IT OR NOT. ON THE OTHER
HAND IF YOU WANT TO GO INTO BUSINESS WINDOWS IS A BETTER CHOICE. IF YOU, YOU
KNOW YOU'LL NEED TO KNOW EXCEL AND, AND WORD AND YOU'LL NEED TO KNOW
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HOW TO USE WINDOWS IF YOU'RE GONNA GO INTO BUSINESS. SO IT IS A TOUGH CHOICE
AND UNFORTUNATELY YOU, YOU HAVE YOU WANT THING THAT'S BETTER ON WINDOWS
AND ONE THING THAT'S BETTER ON MAC. SO I CAN'T GIVE YOU A DEFINITIVE ANSWER. IF
GAMING IS SOMEWHAT IMPORTANT TO YOU BUT NOT THE, NOT THE END OF THE LINE
FOR YOU I WOULD SAY GET A MAC AND RUN WINDOWS ON THE MAC AH AS WELL AS
MACINTOSH. AND WHAT'LL HAPPEN I THINK YOU'LL FIND IS YOU'LL, YOU'LL KIND OF
START PHASING OUT THE MAC, THE WINDOWS SIDE AND START USING MORE AND MORE
MACINTOSH IN MY OPINION. ARE YOU BUYING THIS OR YOU'RE A STUDENT YES? 
Marc: AH YEAH. 
Leo: ARE YOU BUYING THIS WITH YOUR MONEY? 
Marc: UM YEAH PROBABLY. 
Leo: YEAH THAT'S ANOTHER CONSIDERATION. UM ON THE IF YOU ALREADY HAVE A LOT
OF WINDOWS SOFTWARE YOU WON'T NEED TO BUY IT AGAIN IF YOU GO WITH WINDOWS.
ON THE OTHER HAND IF YOU BUY A MAC YOU'RE GONNA HAVE TO BUY NEW SOFTWARE.
YOU KNOW MICROSOFT OFFICE FOR INSTANCE FOR THE MAC SO THAT'S GONNA ADD TO
THE OVERALL COST OF THE EQUATION. I HATE TO SAY IT BUT IT SOUNDS LIKE YOU'RE A
WINDOWS GUY. BUT IT SOUNDS LIKE YOU DON'T WANT TO BE A WINDOWS GUY EITHER. 
Marc: YEAH. 
Leo: YOU WANT ME TO TALK ME OUT OF IT DON'T YOU? 
Marc: WELL CAUSE I KIND OF LIKE THE, I YOU KNOW CAUSE I JUST REALLY LIKE THE
FACT THAT MAC HAVE LIKE ALL THESE NEW, NEW FEATURES AND STUFF. 
Leo: YEAH WELL I USE MOST, I USE BOTH. [Pop captions up] 
Leo: AND I USE MOSTLY MAC AND WHEN I'M DAY TO DAY COMPUTING I USE MAC. WHEN I
NEED WINDOWS I OFTEN WILL USE WINDOWS ON THE MAC NOT ON THE WINDOWS
MACHINE. THERE ARE SOME PROGRAMS THAT I KEEP WINDOWS AROUND FOR, MY AUDIO
EDITING SOFTWARE FOR INSTANCE. [Pop captions down] 
Leo: UM GAMING FOR INSTANCE. BUT YOU KNOW GAMING IS NOT GONNA GET, GONNA
GET YOU AHEAD IN LIFE. GAMING'S JUST FOR FUN. SO HERE'S WHAT I WOULD DO. I
WOULD TALK YOUR DAD INTO GETTING A PLAYSTATION 3 OR AN XBOX 360 GAME ON
THAT AND GET A MAC FOR EVERYTHING ELSE. SAY DAD I'LL DO MORE HOMEWORK. I'LL
WORK HARDER. I'M GONNA GET BETTER GRADES IF I HAVE THE MAC. BUT I NEED THOSE
GAMES. MAYBE YOU GET ME AN XBOX 360, SPRING FOR AN XBOX 360 DAD, PLEASE,
PLEASE, PLEASE MAYBE HE'LL GO FOR THAT.

Leo: THEN YOU GET TO PLAY HALO. HALO 3. HEY THANKS FOR THE CALL, GOOD LUCK. 
Marc: OKAY GOOD, GOOD TO SEE YOU. 
Leo: YEAH I SAY STICK WITH THE MAC. IT SOUNDS LIKE YOU'RE A MAC GUY. YOU KNOW
THERE'S PLENTY OF GAMES. I PLAY ENOUGH, I PLAY ENOUGH GAMES ON THE MAC TO
SURVIVE. I'M NOT, I'M NOT SUFFERING. HEY COMING UP IN JUST A LITTLE BIT CRAIG
SYVERSON IS GONNA SHOW YOU MAYBE A REASON TO GO WITH A MAC. IF YOU'RE
BORED WITH THOSE POWERPOINT SLIDES YOU'VE SEEN THEM A HUNDRED TIMES

Leo: IT'S A NEW PRESENTATION PROGRAM, RELATIVELY NEW PRESENTATION PROGRAM
ON THE MACINTOSH AND IT'S AWESOME. KEYNOTE 101 WITH CRAIG SYVERSON COMING
UP. YOU STAY RIGHT HERE. [MUSIC] [Pop captions down] [Commercial break] [MUSIC] 
Leo: WELCOME BACK TO "THE LAB". CRAIG SYVERSON IS HERE. HE IS THE MEDIA GRUNT.
HE KNOWS ALL. HE TELLS ALL. YOUR BACKGROUND JUST BEFORE WE GET INTO
KEYNOTE --

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Leo: IS FROM A DESIGN PERSPECTIVE RIGHT?

Leo: SO DID YOU DESIGN PHYSICAL OBJECTS? 
Craig Syverson: NO I'M NOT ACTUALLY A DESIGNER. [Pop captions up] 
Craig Syverson: I WENT IN THERE AND ACTUALLY STARTED THE VIDEO GROUP THERE. 
Leo: OH INTERESTING. 
Craig Syverson: USING VIDEO AS A WAY TO PROTOTYPE SERVICES BECAUSE IDEO
EXPANDED THEIR WORK. [Pop captions down] 
Leo: THEY WERE BRANCHING OUT. 
Craig Syverson: YEAH TO DO SERVICES AS WELL AS PRODUCTS. 
Leo: OH NEAT. 
Craig Syverson: YEAH. 
Leo: THAT MUST HAVE BEEN REALLY FUN. 
Craig Syverson: IT WAS A BLAST. 
Leo: WELL YOU CAN LEARN A LOT OF WHAT CRAIG KNOWS FROM HIS WEBSITE WHERE
HE PODCASTS ON PODCASTING. 
Craig Syverson: MMM-HMM. 
Leo: ON VIDEO, MEDIA IN GENERAL. 
Craig Syverson: MMM-HMM. 
Leo: WHAT'S THE LATEST ONE IS THE, IS THE VC CAST. 
Craig Syverson: VENTURECAST. 
Leo: VENTURECAST YEAH. 
Craig Syverson: IT'S AN AUDIO PROGRAM WITH DAVID HORNICK. 
Leo: THAT'S A NEAT IDEA. 
Craig Syverson: WE HAVE A GREAT TIME. 
Leo: YEAH. 
Craig Syverson: YEAH WE JUST GOOF OFF. BUT IT'S SOME -- [Both talking at once] 
Leo: AND THEY SHOULD, SHOULD THEY GO TO PODGRUNT.COM OR? 
Craig Syverson: IT'S AT GRUNTMEDIA.COM. 
Leo: GRUNTMEDIA.COM. 
Craig Syverson: ALL GRUNT SHOWS THAT I DO ARE ON THE HOMEPAGE. [Both talking at once] 
Leo: RIGHT. 
Craig Syverson: YEAH. [Pop captions up] 
Leo: NOW WHEN YOU GIVE PRESENTATIONS I KNOW YOU DO A LOT OF SPEECHES. 
Craig Syverson: YEAH. 
Leo: HE'S ONE OF THE BEST SPEECHMAKERS I'VE EVER SEEN BECAUSE YOU'RE SO ADEPT
WITH YOUR SLIDES. WE'VE TALKED A LITTLE BIT ABOUT THAT. 
Craig Syverson: YEAH. 
Leo: THE TOOL YOU USE IS NOT POWERPOINT. 
Craig Syverson: RIGHT. 
Leo: DID YOU START USING POWERPOINT? 
Craig Syverson: NEVER USED IT. 
Leo: NEVER USED IT. 
Craig Syverson: I'VE USED IT A LITTLE BIT ENOUGH TO KNOW THAT I DIDN'T WANT TO. [Pop
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captions down] 
Leo: APPLE INTRODUCED A COUPLE OF YEARS AGO -- 
Craig Syverson: YEAH. 
Leo: WITH THEIR IWORK PACKAGE -- 
Craig Syverson: MMM-HMM. 
Leo: SOMETHING CALLED KEYNOTE. 
Craig Syverson: RIGHT. 
Leo: WHICH IS NOT A POWERPOINT CLONE BUT IT IS A PRESENTATION TOOL. [Pop captions
up] 
Craig Syverson: IT IS AND THERE'S MANY SIMILARITIES. IN FACT YOU CAN IMPORT
POWERPOINTS INTO KEYNOTE. YOU CAN EXPORT POWERPOINTS OUT OF IT SO THERE IS A
SIMILARITY THERE. BUT IT IS A PHILOSOPHICAL DIFFERENCE IN A WAY. 
Leo: HOW WOULD YOU DESCRIBE THAT? 
Craig Syverson: IT'S MOSTLY DUE TO THE MAC OS BECAUSE THE MAC OS HAS SUCH
INHERENTLY STRONG GRAPHIC GUTS INSIDE OF THE CORE OF. [Pop captions down] 
Leo: RIGHT. 
Craig Syverson: CORE ANIMATION, YOU KNOW CORE VIDEO. SO THE WAY THAT THE
SLIDES TURN OUT IN KEYNOTE ARE SO MUCH MORE VISUALLY BEAUTIFUL. 
Leo: RIGHT, RIGHT. 
Craig Syverson: THEY'RE, THEY'RE SOFTENED. THE, THE EDGES ARE SMOOTHER. IT'S JUST
A WHOLE SMOOTHER EXPERIENCE THAN POWERPOINT. 
Leo: I THINK TO SOME DEGREE THIS WAS DEVELOPED FOR STEVE JOBS CAUSE OF COURSE
HE'S THE KING OF KEYNOTE PRESENTATIONS. 
Craig Syverson: MMM-HMM. 
Leo: AND HE NEEDED A, A PROGRAM TO DO THAT WITH. 
Craig Syverson: YEAH. 
Leo: AND SO I THINK MY SENSE IS THAT APPLE KIND OF DEVELOPED THIS IN HOUSE FOR A
WHILE USING STEVE AS THEIR GUINEA PIG -- 
Craig Syverson: UH-HUH. 
Leo: AND EVENTUALLY RELEASED IT AS A PRODUCT. 
Craig Syverson: RIGHT AND IT'S THEY'RE VERY GENTLY CREATING A YOU KNOW A
MICROSOFT OFFICE SUITE OF PRODUCTS. 
Leo: UH-HUH, UH-HUH. 
Craig Syverson: LIKE KEYNOTE AND PAGES AND THERE'S RUMOUR OF A SPREADSHEET
PROGRAM COMING UP. 
Leo: YEAH.

Jim Rutherford: THAT'S RIGHT. 
Leo: YEAH. 
Jim Rutherford: SO NOW WE CAN SEE RIGHT HERE THAT OUR FONT, OUR FONT DOWN IS
BEING APPLIED TO THE BODY -- 
Leo: AS WELL AS THE SIZE. 
Jim Rutherford: YEAH EXACTLY. 
Leo: SO ITS 16 POINT ARIAL BECAUSE OF THOSE TWO COMMANDS. 
Jim Rutherford: YEAH, YEAH. 
Leo: WOW INTERESTING. 
Jim Rutherford: AND WE CAN DO SOME NEAT THINGS IN HERE LIKE UM YOU KNOW IF WE
HOVER OVER FONT SIZE YOU SEE THE LITTLE, THE LITTLE SORT OF STOP ICON NEXT TO
IT. 
Leo: YEAH WHAT'S THAT MEAN? 
Jim Rutherford: IF WE CLICK ON IT, IT CANCELS THAT STYLE. 
Leo: OH SO WE SEE HOW IT CHANGES WHAT IT THE PAGE DOES. 
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Jim Rutherford: SO WE CAN ACTUALLY SEE, YEAH SO, SO THIS WOULD BE THE, THE
DEFAULT WAY THAT -- 
Leo: THIS IS GREAT. 
Jim Rutherford: THAT, THAT A STYLE THAT STYLE APPLIES. 
Leo: I NEED THIS. 
Jim Rutherford: AND -- 
Leo: I MEAN THIS IS FANTASTIC. 
Jim Rutherford: AND THIS TOGGLES, TOGGLES, TOGGLES BACK AND FORTH. 
Leo: RIGHT, RIGHT, RIGHT. 
Jim Rutherford: WE CAN ALSO DO SOME REALLY NEAT THINGS WHICH IS, WHICH IS -- 
Leo: CAN YOU JUST EDIT IT? 
Jim Rutherford: WE CAN EDIT IT IF WE CLICK ON IT AND I JUST USE MY ARROW KEYS TO
INCREASE THE SIZE. 
Leo: OH THAT'S NEAT. 
Jim Rutherford: SO WE CAN SORT OF GET THIS EXACTLY AS WE WANT IT TO LOOK. AND
THEN WE WOULD HAVE TO GO BACK AND MODIFY OUR, OUR CASCADING STYLESHEET. 
Leo: THIS IS A GREAT EXTENSION FOR WEB DESIGNERS. 
Jim Rutherford: YEAH IT'S A, IT'S A FANTASTIC EXTENSION. 
Leo: YOU, YOU MAKE A GOOD POINT THAT UNLESS YOU BUY A VERY EXPENSIVE
PROGRAM LIKE DREAMWEAVER THIS IS NOT SOMETHING YOU CAN DO VERY EASILY.

Jim Rutherford: UM ALSO UM WHEN WE'RE LOOKING IN THE STYLES YOU CAN SEE THAT
SOME STYLES RIGHT IN THE PAGE SO THIS STYLE IS BEING APPLIED UM FROM AN INDEX
AT HTM. 
Leo: UH-HUH. 
Jim Rutherford: UM AND IF I GO BACK NOW -- 
Leo: SO IT'S IN THE ACTUAL PAGE THAT YOU'RE LOOKING AT. 
Jim Rutherford: IT'S IN THE ACTUAL PAGE I'M LOOKING AT. 
Leo: MORE COMMONLY A STYLE WILL BE IN A SEPARATE FILE WON'T IT? 
Jim Rutherford: YEAH MOST COMMONLY IT'LL BE IN A SEPARATE FILE. SO HERE WE SEE
UM SEE SITE CSS. 
Leo: AND SO YOU CAN ACTUALLY SEE WHAT FILES ARE BEING USED WOW.

Leo: AND NOTHING HAPPENS -- 
Jim Rutherford: YEAH. 
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Leo: AND I KNOW SOMETHING IS OVER RIDING IT BUT HOW DO YOU FIND THAT? 
Jim Rutherford: YEAH. SO HERE'S HOW WE DO IT. WE CLICK ON THE ELEMENT AND WE SEE
THAT THERE'S A, THERE'S A LOCAL STYLE. SO WE'RE USING A STYLE ATTRIBUTE AND
