Kate Abraham: OKAY.

Leo Laporte: I ONLY FOUND OUT BECAUSE I WAS GOING THROUGH THE MANUAL, AND IN 
THE BACK THERE, THERE'S THE LINUX LICENSE. [Pop Captions Down]

Leo Laporte: AND I THOUGHT, OH, OKAY, OKAY, I GUESS IT WON'T BE CRASHING 
ANYWAY.THIS IS EPISODE 96.LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, THE LOVELY KATE ABRAHAM.

Kate Abraham: HOW ARE YOU?

Leo Laporte: WE'RE A LITTLE KERFLUGGERED, AFTER OUR PARTY LAST NIGHT.WE 
CELEBRATED OUR 100th SHOOTING EPISODE, RIGHT?I KNOW WE'RE EPISODE 96, IT'S A 
LITTLE BIT CONFUSING, BUT WE CELEBRATED OUR 100th SHOOTING EPISODE LAST NIGHT.

Kate Abraham: WE HAD A FANTASTIC TURNOUT LAST NIGHT.

Leo Laporte: I UNDERSTAND THE PARTY WENT ON AFTER I LEFT.

Kate Abraham: UH, ACTUALLY, I WAS IN BED, AND I THINK THE PARTY WAS STILL GOING 
ON.I LEFT ABOUT 10.

Leo Laporte: YEAH, IT WENT ON, AND ON...

Kate Abraham: I THINK IT WENT ON AND ON AND ON.

Leo Laporte: SO LIKE, EVERYBODY WHO CAME OUT AND SAID HI, WE REALLY APPRECIATE 
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YOUR SUPPORT, IT WAS JUST A LOT OF FUN.

Kate Abraham: YEAH, IT WAS.

Leo Laporte: AND FOR ALL OF YOU WHO COULDN'T COME, WE'RE SORRY WE COULDN'T 
DO--BUT YOU KNOW WHAT, THIS IS ONLY 100, WE'RE GOING TO HAVE LOTS MORE 
PARTIES, I THINK.

Kate Abraham: WE'RE GOING TO TOUR EVENTUALLY.[Laughing]

Leo Laporte: THE TOURING PARTY, THAT WOULD BE FUN.JASON KAPALKA IS HERE.HE'S 
GOING TO TALK ABOUT GAMING, SOMETHING CALLED CASUAL GAMING.NOT, YOU 
KNOW, THIS HARD CORE FIRST PERSON SHOOTERS AND PS3s AND THE KIND OF STUFF 
THE GEEKS DO, BUT STUFF THAT YOU AND I MIGHT DO IN OUR SPARE TIME.YOU EVER 
PLAY BEJEWELLED?

Kate Abraham: NO.

Leo Laporte: AH...

Kate Abraham: ADDICTIVE?

Leo Laporte: YEAH -- ANYWAY, WE'LL TALK ABOUT IT.OH, DON'T GET STARTED, AND I 
GUESS THEY'VE GOT A NEW ONE THAT'S EVEN MORE ADDICTIVE.SEAN SAYS HE CAN'T 
STOP PLAYING.ZAK GREANT IS HERE, HE'S GOING TO TALK ABOUT STAYING ORGANISED 
AND PRODUCTIVE, AND OUR OLD FRIEND CRAIG SYVERSON TALKS ABOUT THE NEW 
iWORK 08, 08, ESPECIALLY ON PAGES.HE'S A KEYNOTE EXPERT.HE WANTS TO SHOW US 
PAGES TODAY.SO A LOT OF GOOD STUFF COMING UP.BUT I SEE THREE GOOD CALLERS, 
TOO, SO LET'S GET STARTED.

Kate Abraham: INDEED, WE HAVE MERRILL AND HE IS FROM SHARON, IN ONTARIO.

Leo Laporte: THANK YOU, KATE.HELLO, MERRILL. [Pop Captions Up]

Merrill:  HI, LEO.

Leo Laporte: HOW ARE YOU TODAY?

Merrill:  PRETTY GOOD, HOW'S YOURSELF?

Leo Laporte: I COULDN'T BE BETTER, I'M IN TIP-TOP FORM, FINE FETTLE, AS THEY SAY.AND 
READY TO ANSWER YOUR QUESTION.

Merrill:  GOOD, MAYBE YOU CAN.

Leo Laporte: MAYBE I CAN, MAYBE I CAN'T, BUT WE'LL TRY.

Merrill:  WHEN I MAKE A MOVIE WITH WINDOWS MOVIE MAKER, AND PUT IT TO DVD, AND 
I'M ABLE TO WATCH IT ON ANY DVD PLAYER.
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Leo Laporte: YEAH.

Merrill:  AND I'VE TRIED IT ON SEVEN DIFFERENT MAKES OF DVD PLAYERS, AND NONE OF 
THEM WORK.IS THERE A WAY TO CONVERT THE WMV FILE TO ANOTHER FORMAT? [Pop 
Captions Down]

Leo Laporte: YEAH, YOU CAN'T-- IF YOU'RE GOING TO PUT IT ON A DVD THAT YOU WANT 
TO PLAY IN A DVD PLAYER, YOU CAN'T JUST COPY THE WMV FILE OVER, AND THAT'S 
WHAT YOU'RE DOING. [Pop Captions Up]

Leo Laporte: YOU NEED TO ACTUALLY AUTHOR A DVD.A DVD -- YOU KNOW, THE TRUTH 
HIS, A DVD PLAYER IS KIND OF A DUMB COMPUTER.IT ONLY CAN HANDLE CERTAIN 
FORMATS.IT HAS TO BE COMPRESSED IN THE MPEG 2 FORMAT, AND IT HAS TO BE A 
CERTAIN SCREEN RESOLUTION AND IT HAS TO BE A CERTAIN FRAME RATE.THE FILES 
HAVE TO BE IN A CERTAIN FORM. [Pop Captions Down]

Leo Laporte: THEY HAVE TO BE VOB FILES, AND THERE'S ALL THESE RULES, AND SO YOU 
CAN'T JUST COPY A FILE OVER.I GUESS YOU'RE JUST MAKING A DATA DISC WITH A WMV 
ON IT, YEAH?BASICALLY?

Merrill:  I GUESS, YEAH.

Leo Laporte: YEAH.SO NOW THERE IS-- WHICH VERSION OF WINDOWS DO YOU HAVE, XP?

Merrill:  I HAVE XP, AND I HAVE NERO 6.

Leo Laporte: GREAT, THERE, YOU'RE SET.NERO IS A DVD AUTHORING PROGRAM, AND 
THAT'S WHAT YOU NEED.A PROGRAM THAT'S DESIGNED TO AUTHOR DVDs.THE SAME 
THING HAPPENED -- IT MIGHT BE EASIER TO UNDERSTAND IF I LIKEN IT TO THE CD 
WORLD.THE SAME THING HAPPENS WITH CDs.YOU CAN COPY SONGS ONTO A CD AS A 
DATA DISC, BUT IT WON'T PLAY ON A CD PLAYER.YOU HAVE TO MAKE AN AUDIO DISK.IT 
HAS TO BE IN A CERTAIN FORMAT.WELL IT'S EXACTLY THE SAME THING WITH A DVD.A 
DVD COULD BE A DATA DISC WHERE YOU JUST COPY FILES ONTO, BUT THAT DOESN'T 
MEAN A DVD PLAYER WILL BE ABLE TO PLAY THOSE FILES, THEY HAVE TO BE IN A 
SPECIFIC FORMAT.THERE ARE MORE MODERN DVD PLAYERS, SOME OF THEM, THERE ARE 
VERY FEW, THAT WILL PLAY THESE FILES.YOU KNOW, YOU CAN PUT A DIVX FILE ON 
THERE AND IT WILL JUST PLAY, BUT MOST OF THEM REQUIRE A NEW FORMAT.SO YOU'VE 
GOT TO USE YOUR DVD AUTHORING TOOL AND MAKE A STANDARD VIDEO DVD.DOES 
THAT MAKE SENSE?

Merrill:  YEAH, SO IF I'M BURNING IT TO A THING, I MAKE A-- ON NERO, I MAKE A VIDEO?

Leo Laporte: VIDEO DVD, EXACTLY, AS OPPOSED TO A DATA DVD.AND IT WILL TAKE THE 
WMV-- YOU KNOW, YOU CAN CERTAINLY EDIT THE WMV IN WINDOWS MOVIE MAKER, 
CREATE THE WMV, AND GIVE IT TO NERO, AND NERO WILL SAY, OH, YOU WANT TO MAKE 
A DVD, VIDEO DVD, I'LL RE-ENCODE IT IN THE RIGHT FORMAT.THAT'S WHAT NERO'S 
BASICALLY DOING.THAT, BY THE WAY, TAKES A WHILE.IT'S GOT TO CHUG ALONG WHILE 
IT'S CONVERTING IT TO THE MPEG2 FORMAT, AND EVERYTHING, AND THEN IT BURNS IT 
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OUT TO THE DISC, SO YOU'LL PROBABLY NOTICE A LONG DELAY AS IT'S GETTING READY, 
AS IT'S PREPARING TO MAKE THE BURN, AND THEN THE BURN WILL HAPPEN FAIRLY 
QUICKLY.

Merrill:  OKAY.

Leo Laporte: OKAY?

Merrill:  WILL THIS BE IN THE SHOW NOTES?

Leo Laporte: I'LL PUT IT RIGHT IN THE SHOW NOTES, I THINK SEAN'S-- IF WE COULD GET 
SEAN TO STOP PLAYING THAT GAME...

Sean Carruthers: IT'S SO ADDICTIVE.

Leo Laporte: IS THAT THAT NEW PEG-- WHAT'S THAT CALLED?

Sean Carruthers: IT'S PEGGLE.

Leo Laporte: PEGGLE.IF WE GET SEAN TO STOP PLAYING PEGGLE, WE'LL PUT THAT IN THE 
SHOW NOTES.ALL RIGHT, THANK YOU VERY MUCH MERRILL FOR CALLING, I APPRECIATE 
IT.

Merrill:  I JUST WANT TO SAY I'VE LEARNED A LOT FROM YOU.I'VE BEEN WATCHING YOUR 
SHOW SINCE YOU FIRST STARTED.

Leo Laporte: OH MERRILL, I REALLY APPRECIATE THAT.THANK YOU SO MUCH, I HOPE YOU 
KEEP WATCHING.

Merrill:  I WILL.

Leo Laporte: THANK YOU SO MUCH.

Merrill:  THANK YOU.

Leo Laporte: YOU KNOW, WE RECOMMEND A PROGRAM, GENERALLY CALLED ADOBE 
PREMIER ELEMENTS, BECAUSE YOU KNOW, MOVIE MAKER HAS GOTTEN BETTER, I HAVE 
TO SAY, AND ON VISTA, IT'S ACTUALLY PRETTY GOOD.VISTA HAS EVERYTHING YOU 
NEED TO MAKE-- TO DO THE BURNING, BUT ADOBE PREMIER ELEMENTS IS JUST A GREAT 
$100 PROGRAM THAT DOES THE EDITING, I THINK BETTER THAN WINDOWS MOVIE 
MAKER, AND THE BURNING.NOT PREMIER, BUT PREMIER ELEMENTS FROM ADOBE IS THE 
PROGRAM THAT, IF YOU WANT TO GET ONE PROGRAM THAT DOES THE WHOLE, FROM 
SOUP TO NUTS, THAT'S THE PROGRAM THAT DOES IT.I REALLY LIKE THAT A LOT.ALL 
RIGHT, WE'RE GOING TO TAKE A BREAK, COME BACK.JASON KAPALKA IS HERE. [Pop 
Captions Up]

Leo Laporte: WE'RE GOING TO STAY-- IS THIS THEIR NEW GAME, THEY'RE GOING TO SHOW 
THIS?ALL RIGHT.
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Sean Carruthers: I JUST GOT A NEW BALL.

Leo Laporte: WE'RE GOING TO GET YOU ADDICTED I JUST A BIT.YOU STAY RIGHT HERE. 
[Pop Captions Down][Playing Theme Music] [Commercial][Playing Theme Music]

Leo Laporte: WELCOME BACK TO THE LAB WITH LEO.JASON KAPALKA HAS THE PERFECT 
TRAINING TO BE A COMPUTER GAME DESIGNER, A MASTERS DEGREE IN ENGLISH, FROM 
THE UNIVERSITY OF ALBERTA.[Laughing]THAT'S ALL RIGHT, I WAS A CHINESE 
MAJOR.NOWADAYS, YOU KNOW, YOU MEET PEOPLE FROM ALL WALKS OF LIFE IN THE 
COMPUTER INDUSTRY.

Jason Kapalka: YEAH, NOBODY EVER REALLY GOES TO SCHOOL TO BE A GAME DESIGNER, 
IT'S JUST SOMETHING THAT YOU SORT OF BLUNDER INTO.

Leo Laporte: WELL MAYBE NOWADAYS THEY DO, BUT NOT PEOPLE OF A CERTAIN 
GENERATION.

Jason Kapalka: YEAH, THEY DO HAVE A COUPLE OF SCHOOLS NOW, BUT I THINK MOST 
PEOPLE SORT OF PICK IT UP ALONG THE WAY.

Leo Laporte: YEAH.LET'S TALK ABOUT CASUAL GAMING, BECAUSE YOUR COMPANY, POP 
CAP GAMES IS REALLY KNOWN FOR CASUAL-- WHAT IS CASUAL GAMING? [Pop Captions 
Up]

Jason Kapalka: WELL WE USED TO SAY THAT WE DESIGN GAMES FOR MUM.

Leo Laporte: RIGHT.

Jason Kapalka: UH, THAT'S A BIT-- THAT'S A BIT SEXIST I GUESS. [Pop Captions Down]

Jason Kapalka: IT'S MORE LIKELY THAT WE WOULD SAY NOW, WE DESIGN GAMES FOR 
PEOPLE WHO SAY THEY DON'T LIKE GAMES.

Leo Laporte: RIGHT.

Jason Kapalka: THAT WOULD INCLUDE, YOU KNOW, PEOPLE WHO, THEY PLAY SOLITAIRE 
OR MINESWEEPER ON THEIR COMPUTER. [Pop Captions Up]

Leo Laporte: SEE, EVERYBODY LOVES GAMES, WHAT THEY MEAN IS, I DON'T LOVE DOOM, 
I DON'T LOVE HALO, YOU KNOW, I JUST WANT TO HAVE SOME FUN.

Jason Kapalka: YEAH, AND THERE'S A HUGE AUDIENCE OF PEOPLE LIKE THAT, WHO HAVE 
COMPUTERS AND ARE INTERESTED IN PLAYING SOME KINDS OF GAMES, THEY JUST 
WEREN'T REALLY CATERED TO. [Pop Captions Down]

Leo Laporte: RIGHT.

Jason Kapalka: ... IN THE PAST WITH A LOT OF THE CONSOLES.
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Leo Laporte: SOMEBODY ONCE TOLD ME THAT SOLITAIRE WAS THE MOST PLAYED GAME 
OF ALL TIME.

Jason Kapalka: YEAH, FOR SURE, THERE'S NO QUESTION.

Leo Laporte: JUST BECAUSE IT'S THERE.I THINK TETRIS WAS THE FIRST CASUAL GAME 
THAT EVERYBODY KIND OF KNEW ABOUT.YOU COULDN'T STOP PLAYING IT, IT WAS 
ADDICTIVE, IT WAS COMPULSIVE, AND YOU FOLLOWED ALONG IN THE FOOTSTEPS OF 
TETRIS WITH YOUR FIRST HIT, WHICH WAS BEDAZZLED-- BEJEWELLED, I'M SORRY.

Jason Kapalka: BEJEWELLED.

Leo Laporte: WHICH WAS ONE OF THE MOST-- I STILL CAN'T STOP PLAYING IT, IT'S A 
FANTASTIC GAME.

Jason Kapalka: WELL THANKS.BEJEWELLED IS DEFINITELY FOLLOWS IN THE SAME DNA AS 
TETRIS AND OTHER PUZZLE GAMES.

Leo Laporte: RIGHT.

Jason Kapalka: ALTHOUGH TETRIS WAS UH, THAT'S LIKE 25 YEARS OLD NOW, AT LEAST.

Leo Laporte: YEAH.

Jason Kapalka: AND SO THE TIME IS VERY-- THE AUDIENCE FOR TETRIS WAS STILL 
INITIALLY YOU KNOW, THE TYPICAL KIDS.

Leo Laporte: YOU HAD TO BE A GEEK TO PLAY IT BECAUSE YOU HAD TO HAVE A 
COMPUTER AND NOBODY HAD A COMPUTER.

Jason Kapalka: NOWADAYS YOU'RE LOOKING AT EVERY MUM AND GRANDMA HAVE A 
COMPUTER.THEY DON'T KNOW WHERE TO GET GAMES FOR IT YET.

Leo Laporte: WHEN YOU THINK ABOUT A GAME FOR THIS MARKET, WHAT DO YOU-- HOW 
DO YOU DESIGN A GAME?HOW DO YOU KNOW -- I MEAN YOU LOOK AT A GAME LIKE 
TETRIS OR BEJEWELLED, THEY'RE VERY SIMPLE IN THEIR CONCEPTION, AND YET 
THEY'RE SOMEHOW VERY COMPELLING.HOW DO YOU KNOW THAT YOU'RE GOING TO DO 
THAT?HOW DO YOU DO THAT?

Jason Kapalka: SOME PEOPLE HAVE SAID THAT IT'S A LOT HARDER TO DESIGN A SIMPLE 
GAME THAN A COMPLICATED GAME, SO OUR ONLY-- OUR ONLY TEST IS REALLY 
WHETHER WE HAVE FUN PLAYING IT OURSELVES, AND THEN WE DID A TEST WHERE WE 
JUST RUN AROUND AND FIND PEOPLE WHO DON'T PLAY GAMES.

Leo Laporte: AND SEE WHAT HAPPENS.

Jason Kapalka: YEAH.AND IF -- I KNOW ORIGINALLY WITH BEJEWELLED, A LOT OF PEOPLE 
REJECTED IT, BECAUSE THEY SAID, THIS ISN'T EVEN REALLY A GAME.
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Leo Laporte: RIGHT.

Jason Kapalka: IT DOESN'T TAKE ANY SKILL.

Leo Laporte: HA-HA!I WORE OUT A PALM PLAYING BEJEWELLED, YOU COULD SEE LITTLE 
FINE LINES WHERE I'D BEEN MOVING THE JEWELS AROUND AND I COULDN'T STOP.IT'S 
REALLY ADDICTIVE.SO WHO DESIGNED BEJEWELLED, HOW DO YOU COME BY IT?

Jason Kapalka: ME AND THE OTHER TWO FOUNDERS DESIGNED BEJEWELLED.AT THE TIME 
WE DIDN'T THINK MUCH OF IT, ACTUALLY.WE DESIGNED IT, WE DID IT IN LESS THAN A 
MONTH.WE HAD NO IDEA THAT IT WAS GOING TO TURN OUT TO BE ANYTHING OTHER 
THAN JUST A QUICK LITTLE WEB GAME.SO IT'S-- AT ONE POINT WE DESIGNED A FEATURE 
ON OUR WEBSITE WHEN WE WERE STILL VERY SMALL AND WORKING OUT OF OUR 
BASEMENT, SO THAT THERE WOULD BE A LITTLE CA-CHING SOUND PLAYED ON OUR 
COMPUTER EVERY TIME WE MADE A SALE.

Leo Laporte: [Laughing]

Jason Kapalka: WELL FIRST IT WAS LIKE EVERY TWO HOURS WE'D HEAR CA-CHING.

Leo Laporte: STARTED SOUNDING LIKE VEGAS IN THE BASEMENT.

Jason Kapalka: AND EVENTUALLY WE TURNED IT OFF, BECAUSE IT GOT TOO 
DISTRACTING.

Leo Laporte: AND HOW MANY COPIES OF BEJEWELLED WERE SOLD, DO YOU KNOW?

Jason Kapalka: OH, OVERTHE--

Leo Laporte: A MILLIONS?

Jason Kapalka: PROBABLY IN THE MILLIONS NOW, YEAH, OVER TIME.

Leo Laporte: AMAZING, AMAZING.

Jason Kapalka: EVERYTHING FROM COMPUTERS TO CELL PHONES AND SO ON.

Leo Laporte: AND YOU HAVE A WEBSITE, AND A LOT OF THESE GAMES YOU CAN PLAY 
ONLINE, ON THE WEBSITE FOR FREE.

Jason Kapalka: YES.

Leo Laporte: SO THAT'S A GOOD WAY TO GET PEOPLE HOOKED, ISN'T IT?

Jason Kapalka: THAT'S THE IDEA.

Leo Laporte: [Laughing]

Jason Kapalka: WE GIVE AWAY THE WEB GAMES FOR FREE, AND HOPEFULLY THAT MEANS 
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THAT PEOPLE WILL EVENTUALLY CONSIDER BUYING THE DELUXE VERSION FOR THEIR 
COMPUTER.

Leo Laporte: I DID.

Jason Kapalka: OR FOR THEIR CELL PHONE.

Leo Laporte: AND THAT'S WHAT'S INTERESTING IS NOW WE HAVE A WHOLE BUNCH OF 
NEW PLATFORMS FOR PLAYING GAMES, IT'S NOT JUST THE COMPUTER ANY 
MORE.YOU'VE GOT PHONES, YOU CAN PLAY GAMES ON CELL PHONES, YOU'VE GOT 
LITTLE HANDHELD-- THESE ARE THE LITTLE CHEAPIE DEVICES THAT ARE CRANKED OUT 
OF TAIWAN THAT ARE -- YOU KNOW, THEY COST $12, THEY CAN ONLY PLAY ONE GAME.

Jason Kapalka: THAT'S ACTUALLY A GAME BOY, BUT-- 

Leo Laporte: OH, OKAY, BUT YOU GET THE IDEA.

Jason Kapalka: THAT'S JUST A FUNNY ONE.

Leo Laporte: IT'S A GAME BOY, I WOULDN'T HAVE RECOGNISED IT.AND YOU HAVE A CELL 
PHONE.THERE'S BEJEWELLED BY THE WAY.I SHOULD JUST SHOW PEOPLE FOR PEOPLE 
WHO ARE SAYING, WHAT IS BEJEWELLED. [Music Notes]

Leo Laporte: UH-OH, I HEAR THAT MUSIC. [Pop Captions Up]

Leo Laporte: I-- I MUST PLAY BEJEWELLED. [Pop Captions Down]

Leo Laporte: SO THIS MUST BE EXCITING FOR YOU, BECAUSE AS IT TURNS OUT, YOU'RE IN 
PROBABLY THE FASTEST GROWING GAMING CATEGORY THERE IS.

Jason Kapalka: THAT'S WHAT THEY SAY.THERE'S LOTS OF DIFFERENT PREDICTIONS 
ABOUT THE FIELD GETTING BIGGER AND THERE'S A LOT OF LARGE COMPANIES LIKE 
ELECTRONIC ARTS AND UBI-SOFT, WHO ARE STARTING UP CASUAL DIVISIONS NOW, 
BECAUSE THEY FEEL THAT THE TRADITIONAL GAMING AUDIENCE IS NOT GROWING, BUT 
AT THE SAME TIME, THE COST OF MAKING THOSE GAMES IS GETTING HIGHER.

Leo Laporte: IF YOU HAVE A SMART PHONE, YOU WANT TO HAVE A GAME ON IT, IN FACT 
THAT'S MY BEEF WITH APPLE WAS THERE'S NO GAMES ON THE iPHONE, AND IT'S JUST 
MADE, IT'S GOT A BEAUTIFUL SCREEN, IT'S TOUCH, IT WOULD BE THE BEST BEJEWELLED 
GAME EVER.

Jason Kapalka: WELL ACTUALLY, I DON'T HAVE AN iPHONE HERE, UM, BECAUSE THEY
